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“5. MEASURES TO BE TAKEN BY JUVENILE JUSTICE BOARDS AND CHIL.LDREN

COURTS

Juvenile Justice Boards (JJB) and Children's Courts are directed to proactively
consider steps that are to be taken in the light of COVID 19, while conductirig their

inquiries/inspections. Online or video sessions can be organized.

* The Juvenile Justice Boards/Children’s Courts may consider measures to
prevent children residing in Observation Homes,Special Homes and Places of
Safety from risk of harm arising out of COVID 19.

* In this regard, JUBs and Children’s Courts are directed to proactively consider
whether a child or children should be kept in the CCI considering the best
interest, health and safety concerns. These may include:

- Children alleged to be in conflict with law, residing in Observation
Homes, JJB shall consider taking steps to release all children on bail,
unless there are clear and valid reasons for the application of the proviso
to Section 12, JJAct, 2015.21

- Video conferencing or online sittings can be held to prevent contact for
speedy disposal of cases.

- Ensure that counselling services are provided for all children in
Observation homes. It is important to consider that violence, including
sexual violence may be exacerbated in contexts of anxiety and stress
produced by lockdown and fear of the disease. JUBs would need to

monitor the situation in the Observation Homes on a regular basis .
