Best interest of the children's as per the main principle of the Juvenile Justice (Care
and Protection of Children) act 2015 as amended in 2021, BALAPARADHI word
should not be used, we need to use Children in Conflict with Law- CCL.

As amended in 2021 Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) act 2015
there is no Remand Home in India, it has been changed as Observation Home. So
we need to use the word Observation Home - OH not Remand Home.

According to Section-T4 (1) of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Proteciion of
Children) Act-2015, any child under 18 years of age who is in ‘conflict with the law'
{alleged to have committed a wrong doing) and any child under the age of 18 years
is distressed, exploited or in need of care and protection such children's
photograph, name, address, town, school, family or histher identity, any such
information/ news cannot be published or disseminated anywhere. 06 months
impriscnment and Rs. 2 lakh fine,

According to Section-T4 (2) of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of
Children) Act-2015, The Police shall not disclose any record of the child for the
purpose of character certificate or otherwise in cases where the case has been
closed or disposed of.

The Protection of Children from Sexual Offenses Act-2012 does not contain or use
the term rape, therefore, while broadcasting and publishing news of cases of
sexual assault on any child under the age of 18 years, without using the term
rape, use it as sexual assault, abuse, violence, harassment or exploitation.

According to Section-23 (1) (2) (3) (4) of the Protection of Children from Sexual
Offenses Act-2012, in cazes of sexual assault, abuse, viclence, harassment and
exploitation of children below 18 years of age, the media shall not publish any
child/children's photograph, name, Address, town, school, family or any
information/news/facts revealing hisfher identity shall not be published or
broadcast anywhere. imprsonment for 01 years and fine in default.

According to Section-15 of the Protection of Children from Sexual Offenses Act-
2012, no one shall store any kind of obscene pictures, videos, sexually
suggestive pictures of children under 18 years of age. Imprisonment up to 03
years and fine in default.

According to Section-19 (1) of the Protection of Children from Sexual Offenses
Act-2012, Notwithstanding anything contained in the Code of Criminal Procedure,
1973 any person (including the child), who has apprehension that an offence under
this Act is likely to be committed or has knowledge that such an offence has been
committed, he shall provide such information {a) the Special Juvenile Police
Unit: or (b) the local police. Imprisonment for a term which may extend to & months
and fine in default (Section 21(1)).

In cases of missing child or children's below 18 years of age, the photograph of the
chitd may be published and circulated in the media only on the basis of a notice
issued by the appropnate competent authorities in accordance with law to trace the
parents of the child.

Supreme Court Judgment WRIT PETITION (CIVIL) NO. 565 OF 2012

Major Directions to Media - 11-12-2018

In view of the aforesaid discussion,
we issue the following Directions:

1. No person can print or publish in print, electronic, social
media, etc. the name of the victim or even in a remote
manner disclose any facts which can lead to the victim
being identified and which should make her Identity known
to the public at large.

. In cases where the victim is dead or of unsound mind the
name of the victim or her identity should not be disclosed
even under the authorization of the next of the kin, unless
circumstances justifying the disclosure of her identity exist,
which shall be decided by the competent authority, which
at present is the Sessions Judge.

. FIRs relating to offences under Sections 376, 376A,
376AB, 376B, 376C, 376D, 376DA, 376DB or 376E of IPC
and offences under POCSO shall not be put in the public
domain.

. In case a victim files an appeal under Section 372 CrPC, it
is not necessary for the victim to disclose his/her identity
and the appeal shall be dealt with in the manner laid down
by law.

| 5. The police officials should keep all the documents in which

the name of the victim is disclosed, as far as possible, in a
sealed cover and replace these documents by identical
documents in which the name of the victim is removed in

all records which may be scrutinised in the public domain.

. All the authorities to which the name of the victim is

disclosed by the investigating agency or the court are also

duty bound to keep the name and identity of the victim

secret and not disclose it in any manner except in the |

report which should only be sent in a sealed cover to the

investigating agency or the court.

. An application by the next of kin to authorize disclosure of |

identity of a dead victim or of a victim of unsound mind
under Section 228A(2)(c) of IPC should be made only to
the Sessions Judge concerned until the Government acts
under Section 228A(2)(c) and lays down a criteria as per
our directions for Iidentifying such social welfare

institutions or organisations.

. In case of minor victims under POCSO0, disclosure of their

identity can only be permitted by the Special Court, if such

disclosure is in the interest of the child.

. All the States/Union Territories are requested to set up at

least one ‘one stop centre’ in every district within one year

from today.
