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Chapter 1 

Child Budget Statement, 2020-21: 

Introduction, Objectives and Methodology 
 

 

1. Background 

 

Budgetary allocations and expenditures on programmes and schemes for children are guided by 

the Constitutional, legislative and legal provisions as well as developmental priorities and policy 

commitments towards children at national and state levels in India. Budgetary allocations and 

expenditures on children are many and diversified and they reach children of different ages, 

either directly or indirectly. Major allocations and expenditures on children are in the 

departments of Health & Family Welfare, Education, Social Welfare, and Women & Child 

Development. In addition, children benefit directly or indirectly from other budgetary allocations 

and expenditures in other departments under social and economic sectors, such as, Home and 

Transport, Labour and Skill Development, and Information, Tourism and Youth Services. These 

budgetary allocations and expenditures on children are contributory to formation and 

accumulation of human capital for economic growth, reduction in poverty and inequality, higher 

human development, maximisation of demographic dividends, and attainment of policy goals 

and targets including UN Sustainable Development Goals 2030 (SDGs).  

A Child Budget Statement is policy tool to identify and classify the allocations and expenditures 

on children (0-18 years) within the annual budget of GoK. The Statement gives information on 

how much budgetary resource is allocated and spent on child development programmes in 

various departments of GoK. Hence, it is useful to understand the child responsive budgetary 

allocations and expenditures and policy prioritization, evaluation and monitoring of budgetary 

resources for child development in the State, especially in regard to attainment of the goals and 

targets of the SDGs.   

Government of Karnataka (GoK)decided to prepare the Child Budget Statement (CBS) from FY 

2020-21 onwards vide G. O. No. 434 Exp-10/2019 Dtd. 27.08.2019. As per this Government 
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Order, the CBS aims at analysis of overall budgetary resources that the GoK allocates and spends 

on programmes and schemes that benefit children.  

Subsequently, the Child Budget Circular was issued by Finance Department of GoK (Circular 

No. FD 05 BPE 2019 Dtd. 16.11.2019). As per this Circular, all the Administrative Departments 

of GoK were asked to furnish (a) details on Child Centric Programmes under their departments 

including total allocation and expenditure under each programme, any specified programme to 

be implemented and any other related matters; and (b) information for all the Child Centric 

Programmes/Schemes and Non-Programmes/Non-Schemes in the format given in Annexure-2 of 

the Circular. The format had two objectives. First, to validate the classifications of schemes 

under two categories namely 100% Child-Centric and less than 100% Child Centric. Second, to 

prepare a brief write up on the objectives and performance of the Child Centric Schemes. 

This CBS 2020-21 of GoK is prepared as per the above Government Order and as per the 

guidelines issued and information received in the above Child Budget Circular. This preparation 

of CBS is a new policy initiative of GoK.1 

This Chapter explains the basic concepts, objectives, and methodology for preparation of CBS 

2020-21.  

 

2. Basic concepts 

 

2.1. Child  

A child is a person up to age 18 years.2 This definition of a child is in agreement with the 

globally accepted definition, in accordance with United Nations Conventions on the Rights of the 

Child (UNCRC), 1989 ratified by India in December 1992.

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As per Census of India 2011, total child population (0-18 years) in Karnataka is 20729561 

persons. This is about 33.93 percent of total population of Karnataka State (61095297 persons).  

Child population of Karnataka is characterized by diversity in terms of gender composition, 

rural-urban distribution, social categorization and age distribution.  For instance, of the total 

child population in 2011, 51.64 percent were males; 63.39 percent belonged to rural areas; 19.06 

percent were Scheduled Castes; 7.80 percent were Scheduled Tribes; and 1.88 percent were 

differently abled. Age distribution child population shows that 29.59 percent belong to age group 

0-5 years, 47.71 percent to 6-14 years, 10.97 percent to 15-16 years and 5.06 to 17-18 years. 

Thus, the largest share in Karnataka’s child population is elementary school going and in age 

group 6-14 years. These diversities show diverse policy requirements for child development in 

Karnataka State.  

2.2. Child Budget Statement (CBS) 

 

A Child Budget Statement (CBS) is a financial statement on child-focused budgetary 

allocations and expenditures at the State level of aggregation and disaggregated by key demand 

numbers or departments, major programmes/schemes, and sources of funding. To be 

informative, CBS may be accompanied by a description of major Child Centric Programme 

details with financial and physical targets and achievements. Thus, CBS is useful to highlight the 

Government’s priorities in terms of nature and magnitude of actual budgetary allocation and 

spending on children in age group 0-18 years. 

 

A CBS is not a separate budget for children per se because it is presented as a discreet statement 

of allocations and expenditures for children drawn from the main budget statement. As a policy 

tool, it is useful to identify and classify the child centric allocations and expenditures within the 

annual budget of Government of Karnataka (GoK). 

 

3. Objectives of CBS 

 

Major objectives for preparation of CBS of GoK are to analyze (a) overall allocation and 

expenditure of budgetary resources of GoK to programmes and schemes that benefit children in a 

financial year and (b) improvements in current year’s allocations as compared to expenditures on 
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similar programmes and schemes in previous financial years. This analysis is useful to highlight 

the child focused budget allocations and expenditures in the overall expenditure budget in 

particular and fiscal policy of GoK in general. 

 

Further, CBS is a policy tool useful to the Line (or Administrative) Departments who design, 

implement and monitor the programmes and schemes on children within the framework of 

GoK’s budget. For instance, subsequent to preparation of CBS 2020-21, the Line Departments 

may initiate a policy review on: (i) adequacy of allocation of budgetary resources on 

programmes and schemes for children; (ii) efficiency and effectiveness of utilization of 

budgetary resources for defined objectives of child development; and (iii) design of programmes 

and schemes to realistically address the needs and rights of children.  

In general, multi-dimensional objectives of child development in regard to education, health and 

nutrition, protection, etc, are reflected in the objectives of the departments. For instance, the key 

objectives of Department of Women & Child Development in GoK include the following. (a) To 

lay the foundation for development of children below 6 years with focus on supplementary 

nutrition, non-formal pre-school education and awareness and capacity building for mothers for 

nutritional and health needs of the child. (b) To empower adolescent girls (11-18 years) through 

nutrition, health care and life skill education. (c) To provide a safe and secure environment for 

overall development of children who are in need of care and protection and those in conflict with 

law. (d) To create awareness on the consequences of child marriage and to prevent child 

marriage in the state to remove the bias against girl children, to correct adverse sex ratio and 

eradicate social evils. (e) To prevent women and children from being abused and trafficked. (f) 

To provide various support services to women and children through State Social Welfare Board 

and its network of voluntary organisations. (g) To implement Rajiv Gandhi Creche scheme for 

the children of working mothers and its revision. (h) To promote and bring out the creative talent 

among children by exposing them to various extra-curricular activities and creative activities 

through Bal Bhavans and Bala Vikas Academy.  

On the other hand, goals and objectives of Primary Education of the Government of Karnataka 

are oriented towards universalization of elementary education and to ensure that (a) all children 

of 6-14 years are enrolled in classes 1-8; (b) all required infrastructure and human resources for 
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providing eight years of free, compulsory, relevant and quality education are in place; (c) 

education becomes a means of genuine empowerment of the individual to achieve his/her full 

potential; (d) learning process is made locally relevant, child-centered, activity-based and joyful; 

and (e) educational management is decentralized to the community and that the community takes 

ownership to ensure children’s right to education. Unlike Primary Education, secondary 

education is not compulsory in the State.  

Thus, the CBS is intended to be contributory to formulation of child-focused budgetary 

allocation and expenditure policies by the Finance Department, and design, implementation and 

monitoring of programmes and schemes on children by the concerned Line Departments in GoK. 

 

4. Methodology for preparation of CBS  

 

This section explains the methodology for preparation of CBS 2020-21 in terms of (a) 

identification and classification of budgetary allocations and expenditures for Child Centric 

Programmes and Non-Programmes, (b) database for preparation of the CBS, and (c) capacity-

building of officers in Administrative Departments for preparation of the CBS.  

4.1. Identification and classification of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes 

A child centric allocation or expenditure in GoK’s budget is an allocation or expenditure on 

programmes or schemes and non-programmes or non-schemes for children in age group 0-18 

years. These programmes are designed/targeted or intended/expected to directly benefit the 

children. 

As per the Child Budget Circular of Finance Department of GoK (referred in Section 1 above), 

Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes are to be identified and classified under four 

categories. (i) 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes. (ii) Less than 100% Child 

Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes. The criteria used for these identifications and 

classifications are as follows.

Notes: (1) In general, budgetary allocation and expenditure for Child Centric Non-Programmes comprise 
institutional set ups, establishments, infrastructure facilities and administrative support that benefit children.(2) 
Beneficiaries of 100% Child Centric Programmes include pregnant or expectant mothers and lactating mothers. 
 
The CBS includes the entire budgetary allocation or expenditure for 100% Child Centric 

Programmes/Schemes and Non-Programmes/schemes. Further, as perthe Common Framework 

for Child Budget Analysis for the states in India issued by National Gender Centre (referred in 

Footnote 1 under Section 2 above), in case of programmes that include children and others (such 

as, reproductive and child health programmes or schemes that include children beyond the age of 

18 years), the entire allocation is included in the CBS.  

Proportion of budgetary allocation for children in less than 100% child centric programmes and 

non-programmes depends on the availability of official data on allocation for child beneficiaries 

in each of these programmes and non-programmes.  In the absence of this data, the allocations to 

all less than 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes is approximated by share of 

child population in Karnataka as per Census of India 2011 (33.93%).  

4.2. Database for preparation of CBS 

The entire preparation of the CBS is based on the official information, data and statistics. 

First, data collected from the Detailed Budget Estimates of Expenditure by 29 Demand Numbers 

in GoK.  Second, data as provided by the Administrative Departments in the prescribed format in 

Annexure 2 of Child Budget Circular from the Decision Support System (DSS) software and 
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administrative records.3Third, Schemes of 2019-20 (Volume I and II) published by the Planning, 

Programme Monitoring & Statistics Department, GoK. Third, supplementary information 

collected from the Annual Report of Administrative Departments for description of 

programmes/schemes by objectives, coverage for children, sharing pattern in Central sector 

programmes and schemes, and financial and physical targets and achievements for FY 2018-19 

and 2019-20. 

4.3. Capacity-building of officers for preparation of CBS  

The following methods are used for capacity-building and technical guidance for preparation of 

the CBS.  

4.3.1. Orientation Programme on preparation of CBS 

As the preparation of CBS is a new policy initiative by GoK,the officers who are involved in 

planning and implementation of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes in all the 

Administrative Departments needed an orientation programme on the scope and objectives of 

CBS, criteria of identification and classification of child centric programmes/schemes, data 

requirements, submission of details of allocation and expenditure on Child Centric Programmes 

and Non-Programmes, and description of programmes including physical and financial targets 

and achievements. For these purposes, the General and Department-specific Orientation 

Programmes on preparation of CBS were organized and conducted by Fiscal Policy Institute in 

the Finance Department of GoK.One-day General Orientation Programme was conducted on 11th 

December 2019.Department-specific Orientation Programmes were conducted during 4th week 

of December 2019. 

4.3.2. Validation workshops on preparation of CBS  

Validation is a process by which the identification and classification of the child centric 

allocations/expenditures in the specified Demand Numbers is officially ascertained by the 

Administrative Departments. The Administrative Departments have the full official details on 

design and implementation of the Child Centric Programmes and Schemes in their respective

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departments. The validations were organised with the concerned officers during 28th January to 

15 February 2020. 

4.3.3. Technical guidance on preparation of CBS 

A Technical Advisory Group (TAG) was constituted comprising domain experts in financing 

education, health and social sectors; and public finance, gender and income distribution. The 

members of TAG focused, among others, on technical guidance on methodology for preparation 

of CBS in terms of identification and classification of child centric programmes. The first 

meeting of TAG was held on 18th September 2019 and the second meeting on 8h January 2020.

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Chapter 2 
Highlights of Child Budget Statement 2020-21 

 
 
Child Budget Statement (CBS) of Government of Karnataka (GoK) has explored the entire 
budget for identification and classification of allocations on Child Centric Programmes and Non-
Programmes under the Revenue Account and Capital Account. This Chapter gives the highlights 
of the CBS 2020-21 of GoK. These highlights are based on the Child Budget Statement Abstract 
and Child Budget Statement 1 through Child Budget Statement 4 at the end of this Chapter.    

1. Total Child Centric Allocations: 2020-21 

Total amount of budget allocation to Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes and its 
ratio to total disbursement on Consolidated Fund of Karnataka is given in Table 1.

Note: Adjusted allocation refers to actual allocation on less than 100% child centric programmes and non-
programmes, adjusted for share of Karnataka State’s child population (33.93%) as explained in Chapter 1. 

Total allocation on child centric programmes in 2020-21 is Rs.36340.45 crore or 15.28% of total 
disbursement on Consolidated Fund of Karnataka. This budget allocation is composed 83.63% of 
100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes or 16.37% of less than 100% Child 
Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes.    

Given the identification and classification of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes in 
2020-21, child centric allocation on those programmes are calculated for 2018-19 and 2019-20 
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for comparison purposes. Accordingly, total expenditure Child Centric Programmes and Non-
Programmes has increased from Rs.31520.46 crores in 2018-19 (Accounts) to Rs. 35358.77 in 
2019-20 (RE) and to Rs.36340.45 crore in 2020-21 (BE). This is about 12.26% increase in 
growth of Karnataka’s total child centric budgetary allocations between 2018-19 and 2019-20 
and 15.38% increase between 2018-19 and 2020-21. 

2. Total Child Centric Allocations by Demand Numbers: 2020-21 

Child centric allocations are identified and classified under 12 Demand Numbers (in brief, 
Demands). Table 2 gives the allocations by 12 Demands in 2019-20 (Revised Estimates).  These 
Demands are: (i) Education (Demand No.17),(ii) Women and Child Development (Demand 
No.11), (iii)Health and Family Welfare (Demand No.22), (iv)Social Welfare (Demand No.10), 
(v) Labour and Skill Development (Demand No.23), (vi) Home and Transport (Demand No.05), 
(vii) Information, Tourism and Youth Services (Demand No.12), (viii)Forest, Ecology and 
Environment (Demand No.08), (ix) Information Technology (Demand No.15), (x) Food and 
Civil Supplies (Demand No.13), (xi) Kannada and Culture (Demand No.25) and (xii) Law 
(Demand No.27). 

Of the 12 Demands above, Education has the highest share in total child centric allocations 
(68.46%). This is followed by allocations to Women and Child Development (11.44%), Social 
Welfare (8.42%) and Health and Family Welfare (7.00%). The combined share of these 4 
Demands is 95.32%. 

Of the remaining Demands, the share of child centric allocation to Food and Civil Supplies is 
2.38% and Home and Transport is 1.36%. Other Demands have less than 1% share in total child 
centric allocations.  

Table 2 also shows the distribution of total child centric allocation by 100% Child Centric 
Programmes and Non-Programmes and less than 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-
Programmes by 12 Demand Numbers. It shows the relative importance of these child centric 
allocations between the Demands. For instance, share of allocation for 4 major Demands 
(Education, Women and Child Development, Social Welfare and Health and Family Welfare) is 
about 99.61% under 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes and 73.38% under 
less than 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes.    

Education has the highest share of 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes (80.53%) 
and Health and Family Welfare has highest share of allocation in less than 100% Child Centric 
Programmes and Non-Programmes (40.76%).

3. Number of Child Centric Programmes and Non-programmes by Demands: 2020-21 

The number of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes by Demands is given in Table 
3. Total number of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes in 2020-21 is 279.  This is 
distributed in the following major Demands: Health and Family Welfare (87 schemes), Education 
(62 schemes), Social Welfare (49 schemes) and Women and Child Development (35). Thus, 
83.51% of total schemes is concentrated in these four major Demands.  

Among the other Demands, the number of Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programmes is 
relatively higher in Home and Transport (13 schemes), and Information, and Tourism and Youth 
Services (15 schemes). Rest of the Demands has less than 6 schemes each.   
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The highest number of schemes is in the category of less than 100 Child Centric Programmes 
(119 schemes). Number of schemes in the category of 100% Child Centric Programmes is 78 and 
in less than 100% Child Centric Non-Programmes is 23. 

In general, the number of scheme is highest in the categories of less than 100% Child Centric 
Programmes and Non-Programmes (178 schemes or 63.80 percent of total schemes).  Number of 
100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programme is higher in Education (43 schemes), 
Social Welfare (49 schemes) and Women and Child Development (30 schemes). Number of less 
than 100% Child Centric Programmes and Non-Programme is higher in Health and Family 
Welfare (84 schemes), Social Welfare (30 schemes) and   Education (16 schemes).

Forest Ecology and Environment 

1. Nature Conservation, Wildlife Habitat, Management & Man‐Animal Conflict 

Measures (2406-02-110-0-54) 

A new scheme called “Chinnara Vana Darshana” was initiated in 2014 as a State Sector 

Scheme with the objective to create awareness among high school students (VI to IXth 

standard) and sensitizing them towards conservation of Forests and Wildlife and make them 

partners in future conservation efforts. During 2018-19, Rs.100.00 Lakh was spent on 

conducting 400 camps. During 2019-20 Rs.88,18.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.4,013.00 

Lakh was spent on conducting 180 camps upto December 2019. 

 
Social Welfare  

1. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSPAct 2013 (2225-01-001-0-08) 

This State Sector Scheme was launched in 1981. Un-utilized grants under SCSP-TSP scheme 

under SCSP-TSP Act 2013, is utilized for payment of cash prizes for SSLC merit students. It 

also includes reimbursement of registration fee under tuition fee for pre-metric students in 

prestigious schools. The objective of this scheme is to create competitiveness in studies and 

zeal for excellence in pre-metric students who belonging to Scheduled Caste (SC). In 2018-

19, Rs.11000.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for 56421 students against the target of 75534 

SC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019 Rs.9532.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.15500.00 Lakh for 56973 students against the target of 80716 SC students.  

2. Morarji Desai Residential Schools (MDRSs) Transferred from Education 

Department (2225-01-277-0-64)  

From 2011-12 these hostels are maintained through Karnataka Residential Educational 

Institutions Society for the benefit of students studying from the classes 6th standard to 2nd 

year PUC. On an average, 50% of total seats are reserved for SC and Scheduled Tribe (ST) 
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students in all MDRS. The eligibility criteria for the admission to these schools for each 

student is that income of the family should be less than Rs.2.00 Lakh per annum. Under this 

State Sector Scheme, funds are utilized for free education, boarding and lodging expenditure 

of students at MDRS. In FY 2018-19, Rs.2115.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for 5714 

students against the target of 6370 SC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, 

Rs.1773.26 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs. 3618.00 Lakh for 6640 students 

against the target of 6089 SC students.  

3. Maintenance of Residential Schools (MDRSs) (2225-01-277-0-65) 

To provide quality education to SC children with free boarding, lodging and educational aids 

the government has introduced the scheme of this residential schools in the year 2000. These 

schools provide education from 6th standard to 2nd PUC for SC students. Grants under this 

State Sector Scheme are utilized for maintenance of these residential schools. During 2018-

19, Rs.26932.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for 81299 students against the target of 88650 

SC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.26091.21 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.40081.00 Lakh for 1.01 Lakhs students against the target of 94171 SC 

students. 

 

4. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2225-02-001-0-03) 

The unspent amount under this State Sector Scheme is utilized to grant scholarships to pre- 

and post-matric as well as PUC students of ST category. For FY 2018-19, Rs.3739.00 Lakh 

was allocated and spent for the benefit of 72429 students against the target of 75000 ST 

students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.3110.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.4397.00 Lakh for the benefit of 4333 students against the target of 14093 ST 

students. 

5. Starting of New Morarji Desai Residential Schools (2225-02-277-0-34) 

This State Sector Scheme was introduced 2000-01 with an objective of providing quality 

education to ST children including free boarding, lodging and educational facilities through 

residential schools. These hostels are maintained through Karnataka Residential Educational 

Institutions Society for the benefit of students studying in 6th standard to 2nd year PUC. 

During 2018-19, Rs.2,580.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for maintenance of 30 targeted 

residential schools. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.3395.25 Lakh was spent 
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against the allocation of Rs.4527.00 Lakh for maintenance of 51 schools against the target of 

76 residential schools. 

6. Opening of New Hostels (2225-02-277-0-35)  

Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are provided to maintain new hostels sanctioned in 

respective years with an objective of providing good residential facilities to pre and post 

matric ST students. For FY 2018-19, Rs.280.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for 

maintenance of 10 hostels against the target of 15 hostels. During 2019-20, up to December 

2019 Rs.375.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for maintenance of hostels. 

7. Upgradation of Merit of ST Students (2225-02-277-0-36) 

To encourage competitive spirit and improve learning standards among ST students, this 

State Sector Scheme provides with prize money to the SSLC meritorious students. In 

addition, special coaching to students in reputed institutions at District level is also provided. 

For FY 2018-19, Rs. 2700.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of 14250 students 

against the target of 28695 ST students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019 Rs.2850.00 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.3800.00 Lakh for the benefit of 19478 students 

against the target of 31300 ST students 

8. Morarji Desai Residential Schools (MDRSs) and Maintenance of Kittur Rani 

Chenamma Residential School (2225-02-277-0-37)  

To help ST children to enrol in schools and continue education, these schools are opened and 

maintained under this State Sector Scheme. The funds are also utilized for payment of staff 

salaries, food, infrastructure and other administrative expenses. During the year 2018-19, an 

amount of Rs.5576.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for maintenance of 164 residential 

schools. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.7658.25 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.10211.00 Lakh for maintenance of 38 residential schools against the target of 

69 residential schools. 

9. Pre‐Matric Scholarship to Backward Classes Students (2225-03-277-2-52)  

To financially empower backward community children to enrol, sustain and pursue 

education, this Centrally Sponsored Scheme with funding ratio of 50 (State):50 (Centre) 

sharing was introduced in 1965. These scholarships are aimed at students of 1st to 10th 

standard. During 2018-19, Rs.11250.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of 14.19 
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Lakh students against the target of 12.75 Lakhs OBC students. During 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs.2472.00 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.5000.00 Lakh for 

the benefit of 2.29 Lakhs students against the target of 5.56 Lakhs OBC students 

10. Starting and Maintenance of New Morarji Desai Residential Schools (MDRS) for 

Backward Classes (2225-03-277-2-62)  

To provide quality education to children with free boarding, lodging and educational 

facilities, MDRS have been established. There are 161 MDR schools /PU colleges, which are 

maintained through Karnataka Residential Educational Institution Society (KREIS) for the 

benefit of students studying in 6th standard to 2nd year PUC. Grants under this State Sector 

Scheme are utilized for maintenance of these schools. During 2018-19, Rs.19208.00 Lakh 

was spent for the benefit of 0.34 Lakhs students against the target of 0.36 Lakhs OBC 

students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.9809.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.13079.00 Lakh for the benefit of 0.38 Lakhs students against the target of 

0.39 Lakhs OBC students.  

11. Morarji Desai Residential Schools (MDRSs) Transferred from Education 

Department‐BC (2225-03-277-2-77)  

To facilitate quality education to children of backward classes, this State Sector Scheme 

provides funds for the boarding, lodging, maintenance (including academic facilities and 

expenses towards uniforms, shoes, socks, medical expenses, etc.) of MDR schools. During 

2018-19, Rs. 490.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of identified 0.01 Lakhs 

OBC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.489.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.652.00 Lakh for the benefit of identified 0.01 Lakhs OBC students.  

12. Minorities Residential Schools (2225-03-277-2-80) 

These Schools have been built in 2000-01 to provide better quality of education for children 

belonging to sections to be enrolled in schools, increase their qualifications and prevent them 

from dropping out of school. These schools operate in the state and comprises 6th to 10th 

standard and PUC colleges. During 2018-19, Rs.14877.95 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.14906.00 Lakh for 31520 students against the target of 34640 minority 

students. During the year 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.10126.96 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.19098.00 Lakh for identified 22000 minority students. 
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13. Construction of Ashram Schools and Hostel Buildings (4225-02-277-2-02)  

This State Sector scheme utilizes funds for the construction of hostels and Ashram Schools. It 

also allocates funds for the provision of basic amenities for the inmates of the hostel and 

Ashram Schools. During 2018-19, Rs.937.00 Lakh was allocated spent for the construction of 

Ashram Schools buildings. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.702.75 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs.937.00 Lakh was spent for the construction of 1 building 

against the target of 5 Ashram Schools buildings. 

14. Construction of residential Schools (4225-02-277-2-03) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are utilized for providing good residential hostel 

buildings and other infrastructure facilities to the Scheduled Tribe students under Social 

Welfare department and KREIS. For FY 2018-19, Rs.21000.00 Lakh was spent for the 

construction of 4 residential school buildings against the target of 10 residential school 

buildings. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.3000.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.4000.00 Lakh for the construction of residential school buildings. 

15. Construction of Ashram Schools and Hostel Buildings (CSS)(4225-02-277-7-01) 

Under this State Sector scheme, funds are utilized for the construction of hostels and Ashram 

Schools. It also allocates funds for the provision of basic amenities for the inmates of the 

hostel and Ashram Schools. During 2018-19, Rs.1200.00 Lakh was spent and allocated for 

the construction of Ashram Schools buildings. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, 

Rs.900.00 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.1200.00 Lakh for the construction of 2 

buildings against the target of 8 Ashram Schools buildings. 

16. Construction of Residential Schools - Navodaya Pattern (4225-03-277-2-04) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, grants are utilized for the construction of residential schools/ 

PU colleges buildings on Navodaya School pattern through KREIS. During 2018-19, 

Rs.9870.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of 7.00 Lakhs students against the 

target of 10.00 Lakhs OBC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.7425.00 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.9900.00 Lakh for the benefit of 2.00 Lakhs 

students against the target of 7.00 Lakhs OBC students.  
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Women & Child Development 

1. Integrated Child Development Service (ICDS) (2235-02-102-0-04)    

Under this State Sector Scheme implemented by the Department of Women and Child 

Development since 1975, funds are utilised for the welfare of pregnant women, nursing 

mothers, adolescent girls (10-18 years) and children below 6 years in order to reduce the 

incidence of disease-induced mortality, morbidity, malnutrition and school drop-out. The 

ICDS scheme offers a package of six Services (i) Supplementary Nutrition, (ii) 

Immunization, (iii) Health Check-up, (iv) Referral, (v) Pre-school education and (vi) 

Nutrition & Health Education. During 2018-19, Rs.967.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.314.77 

Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.472.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.188.00 Lakh was 

spent upto December 2019. 

2. Training of Anganwadi Workers (2235-02-102-0-05) 

Started in 1975, funds under this State Sector Scheme are utilized for the training of 

Anganwadi Workers at all ICDS functionaries (fund sharing pattern between Center: State: 

75:25). The Anganwadi Workers are given thirty-two-days job training after their initial 

recruitment and refresher course training is given once in every two years, through twenty-

one Anganwadi worker’s training centres located in the State. During 2018-19, Rs.1000.00 

Lakh was allocated and Rs.397.34 Lakh was spent to train 6,222 workers. During 2019-20, 

Rs.100.00 Lakh was allocated and upto December 2019, 487 workers were trained.  

3. Creches for Working Mothers 2235-02-102-0-13    

The National Creche Scheme is implemented as a Centrally Sponsored Scheme by the 

States/UTs with effect from 1st January 2017 to provide daycare facilities to children (0-6 

years) of working mothers and other deserving women. The fund sharing pattern is 60:30:10 

amongst Centre, States & organizations/institutions running the crèches. The services 

provided under the Scheme are (a)day-care facilities including sleeping facilities (b) early 

stimulation for children below 3 years and pre-school education for 3 to 6 years old children. 

(c) Supplementary Nutrition (to be locally sourced) (d) Growth monitoring, and (e) Health 

check-up and Immunization. During 2018-19, Rs.914.00 Lakh was allocated. During 2019-

20, Rs.200.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.213.00 Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 

15275 children have benefited under this scheme. 
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4.Bhagya Lakshmi (2235-02-102-0-25)   

Bhagya lakshmi Scheme was launched as a State Sector Scheme in 2006 with an objective to 

raise the status of girl child in the society in general and in the family in particular. The focus 

is to correct adverse sex ratio, eradicate social evils, and promote the birth of girl children in 

BPL families. All girl children born in BPL families after 31.03.2006 are eligible to be 

enrolled as beneficiaries within one year of birth on the production of birth certificate. The 

benefits are restricted to two girl children in a BPL family. The father or mother of the 

beneficiary girl child should have undergone a terminal family planning method and the total 

number of children should not exceed two. Initially, Rs.19,300/- in the name of the first 

beneficiary of family and  Rs.18,350 in the name of the second beneficiary of the same 

family is deposited with the financial partner institution. On the girls attaining 18 years of 

age, the first beneficiary in the family will get Rs.1,00,097/- and the second beneficiary will 

receive Rs.1,00,052/- as the maturity amount. During 2018-19, Rs.29,443.00 Lakh was spent 

on a total of 1,54,354 girl children. During 2019-20, Rs.30942.00 Lakh was allocated and 

upto December 2019 Rs.20,652.00 Lakhs was spent. 

5.Hoysala and Keladi Chennamma Prashasthi 2235-02-102-0-27    

Started in 2006, this State Sector scheme gives bravery awards to children (both boys and 

girls), of age 6 –18 years who have shown exemplary courage in saving the life of others. 

Boys are identified under the Hoysala Award and girls are identified under the 

KeladiChennamma Award. The award carries a cash prize of Rs.10,000/- and a citation. 

These children are also given a scholarship of Rs.2000/- every year until their schooling is 

completed. During 2018-19, Rs.44.00 Lakh was spent on 398 children. During 2019-20 

Rs.30.00 Lakh was allocated and upto December 2019, Rs.22.50 Lakh was spent on 216 

children. 

6. Meeting Medical Expenses of Malnourished Children (Balasanjivini) (2235-02-102-0-

30)    

Under this State Sector Scheme introduced by Government of Karnataka in 2008-

09,Rs.2,000/- is given to each severely malnourished child belonging to BPL families for 

meeting medical expenses and for therapeutic food as per doctor’s prescription. The objective 

is to improve the health of severely malnourished children (0-6 years). During 2018-19, 

Rs.200.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.166.93 Lakh was spent for providing benefits to 1000 
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identified children. During 2019-20, Rs.100.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.56.00 Lakh was 

spent upto December 2019 for providing benefits to 2792 children out of 10000 targeted child 

beneficiaries. 

7. Special Care Centres for Children (2235-02-102-0-33) 

The objective of this State Sector Scheme is to provide care and support to HIV/AIDS 

infected and affected children who have lost their parents due to AIDS. Under this scheme, 

launched in March 2010, cash incentive is provided to ensure education, health, nutrition and 

care of children affected and infected with HIV to bring them to the mainstream of the 

society. During 2018-19, Rs.1500.00 Lakh was spent and 19535 children were offered 

services. During 2019-20, Rs.750.00 Lakh was spent upto December 2019 out of Rs.1500.00 

Lakh and 19535 children were benefitted. 

8. Integrated Child Protection Scheme (2235-02-102-0-36)   

In 2009-10, the Integrated Child Protection Scheme (ICPS) was designed by merging the 

existing Child Protection Schemes like Juvenile Justice, Open Shelters for Children in need 

of care and protection in urban and semi-urban areas, adoption, and child line services by the 

Government of India. The main objective is to contribute towards improvements for the well-

being of children (0-18 years) in difficult circumstances and to reduce vulnerabilities towards 

situations and actions which lead to abuse, neglect, exploitation, abandonment and separation 

of children from their families. During 2018-19, Rs.7676 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.479.00 Lakh was spent out of Rs.7831.00 Lakhs allocated and 2300 children were 

protected. 

9. Assured income Scheme for Orphan and Destitute Children (2235-02-102-0-37) 

Destitute Children. 

10. Maintenance of Anganwadi Buildings (2235-02-102-0-40)    

Under this Centrally Sponsored Scheme of ICDS, (fund sharing pattern between Central: 

State: is 60:40) funds are utilised for the maintenance of Anganwadi Buildings across the 

State since 2016. During 2018-19, Rs.02.00 Lakh was allocated. During 2019-20, Rs.1001.00 

was allocated. 
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11. Beti Bachao, Beti Padhao (2235-02-102-0-41)    

To tackle the decline in the Child Sex Ratio (CSR), the Government of India, launched this 

scheme in 2015 as a joint initiative of Ministry of Women and Child Development, Ministry 

of Health and Family Welfare and Ministry of Human Resource Development. The 

programme targets 100 Gender Critical Districts of India. Awareness programmes have been 

held at district, Taluk and Gram Panchayat levels. During 2018-19 Rs.300 Lakh was allotted 

and Rs.79.37 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20 Rs.100.00 Lakhs was allocated and 

uptoDecember 2019, Rs.31.76 Lakh was spent. 

 12.Poshan Abhiyaan (National Nutrition Mission) (2235-02-102-0-43) 

This Centrally Sponsored Scheme is launched in 2018, the fund sharing pattern between the 

Central and the State is 60: 40.

reduction of Low Birth Weight (LBW). During 2018-19, Rs.8757.58 Lakh was allocated and 

spent. During 2019-20, Rs.12972.15 Lakh was allocated and Rs.701.00 Lakh was spent up to 

December 2019. 

13. Upgradation of Urban Anganwadis (Improvements)    (2235-02-102-0-44)      

Announced in 2019 under the State Sector, the objective of the scheme is to improve 

Anganwadis in urban areas. During 2019-20, Rs.300.00 Lakh was allocated. 

14. Bal Bhavan, Bravery Award and Children’s Day and women’s day child guidance 

clinics (2235-02-102-0-99-100)         

On the lines of the National Awards instituted by the Government of India as a part of 

International Year of the Child in 1979, the State Government has instituted State Awards for 

the Institutions and individuals who have done best work in the field of child welfare for a 

period of five years at the State level. Four awards are conferred on institutions and four 

awards on individuals. During 2018-19, Rs.15.00 Lakh was spent on 16 awards. During 

2019-20, as on December 2019, Rs.515.00 Lakh was spent.

15. CSS of Integrated Child Development Service (ICDS)(2235-02-197-6-03) 

Started in 1975 as ICDS, the Centrally Sponsored Scheme provides financial assistance to the 

State to meet administrative cost, salary, honorarium to Anganwadi Workers/Helpers 

(AWW/H), Purchase of Medicine kits, Preschool kits to Angnanwadi centres and uniforms to 

AWW/Helpers of 203 ICDS projects. During 2018-19, Rs.112323.71 Lakh was spent on 

126569 AWW/H. During 2019-20, Rs.61405.38 Lakh was spent on 1,26,773 AWW/H upto 

December 2019. 

16. Rajiv Gandhi Scheme for Empowerment of Adolescent Girls (SABALA)(2235-02-

103-0-46)    

This is a Centrally Sponsored Scheme for adolescent girls launched in 2017-18, formulated 

by merging the erstwhile two schemes – Kishori Shakthi Yojana (KSY) and Nutrition 

Programme for Adolescent Girls (NPAG). Under SABALA, supplementary nutrition and 

non-nutrition component services are provided through ICDS network to kishoris in the age 

group of 11-14 years and adolescent in the age group of 15-18 years who are out of School. 

During 2018-19, Rs.423.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs. 12.66 Lakh was spent. During 2019-

20, Rs.200.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.28.00 Lakh was spent as on December 2019 for 

providing benefits to 15370 girls out of 17,106 identified beneficiaries. 

17.Matrushree Yojane (2235-02-103-0-58)    

The State Government introduced the scheme in 2018 with an objective to improve the 

nutritional and health status of pregnant and nursing mothers belonging to the BPL category. 

Under this State Sector Scheme financial incentive of Rs.6,000/- divided into six equal 

instalments wherein the first three instalments will be given during pregnancy and the last 

three will be given after delivery for BPL families. During 2018-19, Rs.25000.00 Lakh was 

allocated and Rs.155.72 Lakh was spent for the benefit of 36818 pregnant women out of 

583249 identified beneficiaries. During 2019-20, Rs.28082.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.14115.00 Lakh was spent upto December 2019 for the benefit of 482542 pregnant women 

out of 5,24,777 identified beneficiaries.  
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18. Pradhana Mantri Maatru Vandana Yojane (2235-02-103-0-61)    

From 2018-19, the Maternity Benefit Programme named as ‘Pradhan Mantri Matru Vandana 

Yojana’ (PMMVY) is implemented as a State Sector Scheme with the objective of creating 

an environment for improved health and nutrition of pregnant and 0-6 months lactating 

mothers (PW&LM) by providing a cash incentive. Beneficiaries include all pregnant women 

and lactating mothers, excluding PW&LM who are in regular employment with the Central 

Government or the State Governments or PSUs or those who are in receipt of similar benefits 

under any law for the time being in force. The scheme also aims at educating the mothers on 

breastfeeding within one hour of delivery and exclusive breastfeeding for six months along 

with other Infant and Young Child Feeding (IYCF) practices. Pregnant women would receive 

Rs.1,000/- within six months of pregnancy, Rs. 2,000/- after six months of childbirth and 

Rs.2,000/- after the child undergoes the first round of immunization through Direct Benefit 

Transfer to the beneficiary account. The above beneficiaries are also eligible for financial 

assistance under Janani Suraksha Yojana (NRHM). During 2018-19, Rs.10000.00 Lakh was 

allocated and Rs.7228.17 Lakh was spent for providing benefits to 480637 pregnant women. 

During 2019-20, Rs.13536.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.11934.00 Lakh was spent upto 

December 2019 for providing benefits to 23867 pregnant women.  

19. ICDS Cell (District) (2235-02-196-6-01)    

In Karnataka, under this Centrally Sponsored Scheme of Integrated Child Development 

Services (ICDS) started on 2nd October 1975, financial assistance (fund sharing pattern 

between Center: State: 75:25) is provided to districts for meeting the administrative expenses 

and salaries. During 2018-19, Rs.985.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.919.44 Lakh was spent. 

During 2019-20, Rs.1282.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.558.29 Lakh was spent upto 

December 2019 on 166 centres. 

20. Block Grants (2235-02-197-1-01)       

For the Maintenance of Anganwadi buildings Rs.2476 Lakh was allotted during 2019-20. For 

the crèches for children of working women a total of Rs.30.00 Lakh was allotted during 

2019-20. 
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21. Block Grants (ICDS-National Nutrition Mission (NNM))(2236-02-197-6-01)       

Under the umbrella of ICDS scheme launched in 1975, the Supplementary Nutrition Program 

where the fund sharing pattern between Center: State is 50:50, the aim is to provide nutritious 

food following the feeding norms which includes (a) 500 calories of energy and 12-15 gms of 

protein to 0-6 years children, (b) 600 calories of energy and 18-20 gms of protein to pregnant 

women/lactating mothers/adolescents girls and (c) 800 calories of energy and 20-25 gms of 

protein to severely malnourished children as a supplement to their normal intake. During 

2018-19, Rs.1,56,487.68 Lakh was spent on 45,06,412 beneficiaries. During 2019-20, 

Rs.74,993.7 Lakh was spent on 42,30,025 beneficiaries upto December 2019. 

22. Block Grants (2235-02-196-1-03)   

For the welfare of the Physically Handicapped, this State Sector Scheme, funds the 

establishment & administration of non-Governmental institutions. During 2019-20, Rs. 

2046.00 Lakh was allocated. 

23. Construction of Anganwadi Buildings-RIDF (4235-02-102-0-01)   

Under this State Sector scheme announced in 2003, funds are utilized for the construction of 

Anganwadi buildings with the assistance of the Rural Infrastructure Development Fund 

(RIDF) given by National Bank for Agriculture and Rural Development (NABARD). During 

2018-19, Rs.1200.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.1154.27 Lakh was spent for the construction 

Anganwadi buildings. During 2019-20, Rs.100.00 Lakh was allocated. 

24. Construction of Anganwadi Buildings – SDP (4235-02-102-0-02)            

Since 2008 under this State Sector Scheme, priority is given for the construction of 

Anganwadi buildings under special development programme in 114 backward taluks 

identified based on report of the high power committee for redressal of regional imbalances. 

During 2018-19, Rs.3600.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.3598.00 Lakh was spent on 

construction of 1091 Anganwadi buildings. During 2019-20, Rs.3600.00 was allocated and 

Rs.1131.50 Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 
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25. Construction of Anganwadi Buildings - (MNREGA) (4235-02-102-0-06)      

Since 2016 the State Government is undertaking the construction of Anganwadi Buildings in 

convergence with Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (MNREGA). 

During 2018-19, Rs.3900.00 was allocated and Rs.684.79 Lakh was spent for construction of 

156 Anganwadi buildings. During 2019-20, Rs.375.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.90.00 Lakh 

was spent upto December 2019. 

26. Upgradation of Anganwadi Buildings   (4235-02-102-1-03)     

For providing water supply & toilet facilities for Anganwadi buildings, the scheme has been 

implemented under State Sector since 2017. During 2018-19, Rs.1,738.4 Lakh was allocated 

and Rs.1,409.40 Lakh was spent on up-gradation of 2,890 Anganwadi buildings. During 

2019-20, Rs.3.00 Lakh was allocated. 

Education 

1. Maintenance of School Buildings (2202-01-053-0-01) 

The funds are provided under this State Sector Scheme to meet the essential maintenance cost 

for primary schools that involves repairs and painting of classrooms and school buildings, 

and purchase of furnitures for schools in all 30 districts as and when required. For FY 2018-

19, Rs.1603.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the repair of 1253 school buildings and 

1881 classrooms. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.167.18 Lakh was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.1603.00 Lakh for the repair of 441 school building and 2872 classrooms.  

2. Maintenance of School Facilities (2202-01-053-0-02)  

Under this State Sector Scheme, the funds are utilized for maintenance of toilets and drinking 

water facilities in all Government lower primary, higher primary and high schools through 

School Development Management Committee (SDMC). Every year Rs.3000/- for Lower 

Primary, Rs.4000/- for higher primary and High Schools are provided to meet the objective of 

the Scheme by Government. During 2018-19, Rs.720.27 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.750.00 Lakh on 48393 schools. During 2019-20, Rs.411 Lakh has been 

incurred up to December 2019 against the allocation of Rs. 750 Lakh on indented 48188 

schools. 
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3. Student Motivation Initiative(2202-01-101-0-08) 

Aim and objectives of this State Sector Scheme is same as the Head of Account of Student 

Motivation Initiative (2202-80-800-0-49). During 2019-20, up to December 2019 Rs.1.00 

Lakh has been utilized for the programme’s activities.  

4. Reimbursement of fees to Private Schools under Right to Education (RTE) (2202-

01-102-0-05) 

This State Sector Scheme has been implemented since 2012-13 to provide free and 

compulsory education for the children aged between 6 to 14 years in neighbourhood schools 

till the completion of elementary education. This Scheme aims at providing equal opportunity 

for the socially and economically backward/deprived children to achieve the goals of 

Universalization of elementary education (1st to 8th Standard). Under this Scheme funds are 

utilized for the reimbursement of fees to private elementary school students and SC and ST 

students (from SCSP and TSP funds). The benefit of reimbursement of fees is extended to 

LKG students on priority. For FY 2018-19, Rs.199.63 Crore was spent against the allocation 

of Rs.200.00 Crore on 6.43 Lakhs students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, 

Rs.370.59 Crore was spent against the allocation of Rs.300.00 Crore on 6.44 Lakhs students. 

5. Vidya Vikas Scheme – Incentives for Students (2202-01-109-0-03) 

This State Sector Scheme was launched in 1986 and added new initiatives in 2006-07. The 

main objectives of this Scheme are to promote children's enrolment, to facilitate access to 

school and to improve self-confidence in the students. At present, under this Scheme free 

bicycles are provided for the students who are enrolled in 8th standard in the Government and 

Private aided schools. In addition, free uniforms, shoes, socks, textbooks and activity books 

are provided to 1st to 10th class students. During 2018-19, Rs. 461.97 Crore was allocated and 

spent towards supply of Uniforms and Shoes-Socks (Rs.178.91 Crore for  44.57 Lakhs 

children), Bicycle (Rs.167.20 Crore for  4.89 Lakhs children), Text Books (Rs.90.87 Crore 

for 58.16 Lakhs children) and Activity Books (Rs.25.00 Crore for 26.26 Lakhs children). 

During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 393.05 Crore was spent towards supply of 

Uniforms and Shoes-Socks (Rs. 154.93 Crore against the allocation of 309.00 Crore for 43.61 

Lakhs children), Bicycle (Rs.90.79 Crore against the allocation of 183.00 Crore for 5.05 

Lakhs children), Textbooks (Rs. 122.34 Crore for 57.15 Lakhs children) and Activity Books 

(Rs.25.00 Crore for 26.26 Lakhs children). 
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6. State Initiatives under Sarva Shiksha Abhiyana Society(2202-01-115-0-01) 

This programme has been implemented since 2000-01 as a joint effort of Central, State and 

local bodies to achieve universalization of elementary education. The sharing pattern is 60 

(Central): 40 (State). The goals of this Centrally Sponsored Scheme are enrolment of all 

children in school, retention of all children till the upper primary stage, bridging the gender 

and socially category gaps in enrolment retention and learning, and to ensure significant 

enhancement in the learning achievement levels of the children. The programme seeks to 

open new schools in those habitations which do not have schooling facilities and strengthen 

existing school infrastructure through provision of additional classrooms, toilets, drinking 

water, maintenance grant and school improvement grants. Existing schools with inadequate 

teacher strength are provided with additional teachers, while the capacity of existing teachers 

is strengthened by extensive training, grants for developing teaching-learning materials and 

strengthening of academic support structure at a cluster, block and district level. Provision is 

also made to meet infrastructure creation expenditure for backward Taluks as per action plan 

approved by Special Development Cell. Activities as approved in the action plan for 

development of SC and ST category are also taken up under this Scheme. During 2018-19, 

Rs. 200.46 Crore was allocated and spent for 46.19 Lakhs students. During 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs.139.13 Crore was spent against the allocation of Rs. 241.62 Crore for the 

benefit of 45.00 Lakhs students’ beneficiaries.   

7. Universalization of Primary Education- Aksharadasoha (2202-01-196-6-01) 

This programme was implemented in 2001-02 as a joint effort of Central, State and local 

bodies to achieve universalization of elementary education. The sharing pattern is 60 

(Central): 40 (State). The Scheme provides for serving hot cooked Mid-Day Meals to the 

children from 1st to 10th standards of Government and Aided schools on all working days of 

the school. In addition to this milk for these students for three days in a week is also provided 

out of State’ own resources. This Scheme is also extended to the children of draught affected 

area during summer vacation. In 2018-19, Rs. 1173.03 Crore was spent against the allocation 

of R. 290.67 for 57.19 Lakhs children and in 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 329.66 

Crore against the allocation of Rs.1392.64 Crore for 56.19 Lakhs children has been spent 

towards providing meals. Under KsheeraBhagya Scheme, in 2018-19, Rs. 291.73 Crore 

against the allocation of Rs.376.16 Crore for 57.29 Lakhs children and in 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs. 127.51 Crore against the allocation of Rs.538.66 Crore for 56.17 Lakhs 
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children has been spent towards supply of hot milk to children. During 2018-19 Rs. 2235.49 

Lakh against the allocation of Rs.2549.00 Lakh and in 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 

997.86 Lakh against the allocation of Rs. 2233.00 Lakh has been spent. 

8. Sarva Shiksha Abhiyan (2202-01-197-6-01)  

This programme has been implemented since 2000-01 as a joint effort of Central, State and 

local bodies to achieve universalization of elementary education. The sharing pattern is 60 

(Central): 40 (State). The goals of this Scheme are enrolment of all children in school, 

retention of all children till the upper primary stage, bridging the gender and socially category 

gaps in enrolment retention and learning, and to ensure significant enhancement in the 

learning achievement levels of the children. Under this Scheme, funds are utilized for 

providing salaries to teachers and staffs. During 2018-19, Rs. 1277.68 Crore was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.989.6 Crore and during 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.842.8 

Crore was spent against the allocation of Rs.1267.55 Crore for the teachers’ salaries.   

9. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSP Act 2013 (2202-02-001-0-09)  

This State Sector Scheme was introduced in 2016. Under this Scheme, funds are utilized for 

supply of bicycles for students studying in 8th standard who are inmates of Social Welfare 

Department (SC and ST) hostels. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 581.97 Lakhs was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.582.00 Lakhs. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 1536.98 Lakh 

expenditure has been incurred against the allocation of Rs.3073.95 Lakh.  

10. Maintenance of Secondary School Building (2202-02-053-0-01)  

The funds are provided under this State Sector Scheme to meet the essential repairs 

(maintenance of school buildings, repair, painting of school buildings, to facilitate Audio-

Visual Room and projector, purchase of furniture for the schools) to the secondary school 

buildings and fixing of CC TV footages to both primary and secondary schools and 

renovation of old schools as and when required. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 2959 Lakhs was 

allocated and spent for repairing 939 school buildings and 1807 classrooms. During 2019-20, 

up to December 2019, Rs. 891.38 Lakhs was incurred against the allocation of Rs.3500.00 

Lakh for the repair of 455 school buildings and 1962 classrooms. 
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11. Reimbursement of Fees in Government PU Colleges –Vidya Vikasa Yojane (2202-

02-107-3-02) 

To encourage girl students to pursue education, the tuition fee (of Rs. 456.00) is reimbursed 

under this State Sector Scheme to those studying in Government Pre -University colleges not 

belonging to SC, ST and Category- I. During FY 2018-19, Rs. 512.44 Lakh has been spent 

against the allocation of Rs.560.00 Lakh for 1.12 Lakhs students against the target of 1.15 

Lakhs girl students. In the year 2019-20, as on December 2019, Rs. 276 Lakhs was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.656.00 Lakh. for the benefit of 0.61 Lakhs students against the 

target of 1.88 Lakh girl students.  

12. Pre-University Examination (2202-02-108-0-01) 

This Scheme provides (a) to conduct Pre-University examinations, Online Examination 

System and Online Marks Entry in evaluation Centres under Pragati-12, (b) Providing 

Infrastructure facilities to Government Pre-university Colleges (GPUC) situated in Special 

Development Plan (SDP) zone also to conduct special spoken English language training, 

grammar classes and supply of Laptops to meritorious students of second PU belonging to SC 

and ST category under Vishwasa Kirana Programme. Under PU examinations Rs. 56.01 

Crore against the allocation of Rs.59.32 Crore for 6.72 Lakhs students and Rs.50.60 Crore 

against the allocation of Rs.72.83 Crore for 6.80 Lakhs students were spent respectively for 

the years 2018-19 and 2019-20, up to December 2019. Under the programme Pragati-12, Rs. 

297 Lakh against the allocation of Rs.300 Lakhs for 1 evaluation centre as pilot project and 

Rs.0.70 Lakh against the allocation of Rs.300 Lakh for 1030 Practical and 54 theory 

evaluation centres were spent respectively for the years 2018-19 and 2019-20, (up to 

December 2019). Under Special Development Plan, Rs. 663 Lakh against the allocation of 

Rs.763 Lakh for construction of classrooms for 7 GPUCs and Rs. 388 Lakh against the 

allocation of Rs.1146 Lakh for Laboratories and Furniture for 435 GPUCs were spent 

respectively for 2018-19 and 2019-20, (up to December 2019). Under VishwasaKirana 

Programme, Rs.178 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.200.00 Lakh and Rs. 200 

Lakh was spent for 0.27 Lakhs students towards coaching classes and distibution of Laptops 

to meritorious SC and ST Students studying in GPUCs respectively for year 2018-19 and 

2019-20, (up to December 2019). 
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13. Rasthriya Madhyamika Shikshana Abhiyana (RMSA) (2202-02-109-0-21)  

This Scheme was launched jointly by Central and State Governments on the sharing basis of 

60 (Central): 40 (State) in March 2009 to enhance access to secondary education and to 

improve its quality. The other objectives include improving quality of education imparted at 

secondary level through making all secondary schools conform to prescribed norms, 

removing gender, socio-economic and disability barriers, providing universal access to 

secondary level education and universal retention of students. Important physical facilities 

provided under the Scheme are: (i) Additional classrooms, (ii) Laboratories, (iii) Libraries, 

(iv) Art and crafts room, (v) Toilet blocks, (vi) Drinking water provisions and (vii) 

Residential Hostels for Teachers in remote areas. Provision is also made to meet 

infrastructure creation expenditure under SCSP and TSP for the activities as approved in the 

action plan. During 2018-19, Rs.7359.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for 10.96 Lakhs 

students and during 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 3302.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.5703.00 for 11.05 Lakhs students.  

14. Kittur Rani Chemnnamma Girls Residential School (2202-02-110-3-03)  

The State Government established this residential school for girls in 1969-70, toprovide 

liberal education for girls aged from 10 to 18 years with special emphasis on all round 

development discipline and leadership in lines of Sainik training. This school also provides 

scholarships, incentives, food and clothing allowance to students in school. Assistance is 

provided to the institution in the form grant -in-aid for the creation of assets and for general 

purposes also. For FY 2018-19 Rs. 503 Lakh and in 2019-20, up to December 2019 Rs. 

377.25 Lakh against the allocation of Rs.503 Lakh has been spent respectively on food, 

clothing and hostel construction and scholarships to students.  

15. Sainik School Bijapur (2202-02-110-3-10)  

Established in 1963 by the State Government, this residential school provides education to 

boy students studying from 6th to 12th standard. The main goal of this school is to prepare the 

boys to become eligible to get into National Defence Academy. This is to be done through 

education and physical education and psychological training to ensure that the youths have 

healthy bodies, strong minds and good characteristics and become good citizens of nation. 

This school also provides scholarships, incentives, food and clothing allowance to students of 

the institution. Assistance is provided to the institution in the form grant -in-aid for the 

creation of assets and for general purposes also. For FY 2018-19 Rs.753 Lakh and during 
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2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 542.25 Lakh against the allocation of Rs.753.00 Lakh has 

been spent respectively for Food, Clothing, basketball court, hostel construction and 

scholarships to students etc.  

16. Sainik School, Koodige (2202-02-110-3-11) 

The school was established on 18th October 2007 at village Kudige, in Kodagu District by 

State Government. Education is provided for 6th to 12th standard boys and to girl children of 

the defence staff as a day scholar.  The main goal of this school is to prepare the boys of the 

State eligible to get into National Defence Academy. This is to be done through education 

and physical education and psychological training. School also provides scholarships, 

incentives food and clothing allowance to students of the institution. Assistance is provided to 

the institution in the form grant -in-aid for the creation of assets and for general purposes 

also. During 2018-19 Rs.763 Lakh and during 2019-20, as on December 2019, Rs.572.25 

Lakh against the allocation of Rs. 763.00 Lakh has been spent respectively for food, clothing, 

hostel construction and scholarships to students.   

17. Rasthriya Madhyamika ShikshanaAbhiyana(2202-02-197-6-01) 

This Scheme was launched jointly by Central and State Governments on the sharing basis of 

60 (Central): 40 (State) in March 2009 to enhance access to secondary education and to 

improve its quality. The objectives of this Scheme include improving quality of education 

imparted at secondary level through making all secondary schools conform to prescribed 

norms, removing gender, socio-economic and disability barriers, providing universal access 

to secondary level education and universal retention of students. Important physical facilities 

provided under the Scheme are: (i) Additional classrooms, (ii) Laboratories, (iii) Libraries, 

(iv) Art and crafts room, (v) Toilet blocks, (vi) Drinking water provisions and (vii) 

Residential Hostels for Teachers in remote areas. During 2018-19, Rs.13157.00 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs.15753.00 Lakh for the salaries of teachers and staffs.

18. Computer Literacy Awareness in Secondary Schools (2202-80-003-0-05)  

The objectives of this State Sector Scheme are to promote quality education in Government 

secondary schools by adopting modern education technology and exposing the students of 

secondary schools towards computer literacy. The programmes like IT@school project, Tele 
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Education and EDUSAT and Radio programmes are conducted under the Scheme. For FY 

2018-19, Rs.1500.00 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.3000.00 Lakh for the 

implementation of the programme.

Lakh was spent against the allocated of Rs.1531.00 for the Schemes’ activities. 

19. Military Scholarships (2202-80-107-0-01) 

The objective of implementation of this State Sector Scheme is to financial support through 

scholarships to the eligible students who have completed 7th and 12th standards to joining the 

National Defence Academy (NDA) and Indian Military School. For FY 2018-19, Rs.1.00 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.8.00 Lakh. For FY 2019-20, up to December 

2019, Rs. 6 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.8.00 Lakh for providing scholarships 

to cadets. 

20. Quality Assurance Initiatives (2202-80-800-0-47) 

Quality assurance involves the systematic review of educational provision to maintain and 

improve its quality, equity and efficiency. Under this State Sector Scheme, the budgetary 

provision is given for the distribution of laptops to meritorious students of SSLC 

examinations, to conduct science conferences, seminars, the establishment of science 

committee and laboratories, Karnataka School Quality Assessment and Accreditation Council 

(KSQAAC) programmes and also for repayment of fees for children paid by farmers who 

have committed suicide. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 2562.50 Lakh was allocated and spent and for 

FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 997.34 Lakh was spent against the allocation of 

Rs.1404.00 Lakh for the programme’s activities. 

21. Education Quality Improvement Programme (2202-80-800-0-48) 

This State Sector Scheme aims to provide quality education in order to achieve all-round 

development of the students in both curricular and co-curricular activities. The Scheme 

includes teachers vocational training for teachers and other programmes and awarding SDMC 

award to every Taluk which has excelled in implementation of programmes. For FY 2018-19, 

Rs.900 Lakh was allocated and spent and for FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.429 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs. 915 Lakh for the programme’s activities. 
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22. Student Motivation Initiative (2202-80-800-0-49)  

The Scheme aims motivating the students to participate in curricular activities such as 

Prathibha Karanji, Kreeda koota, Kalotsava, Science Exhibition, Yuva Samsath Mela etc. in 

the schools at Taluk, District, State and National levels which help for identifying the hidden 

talents among the rural / Government and private school students. In addition, additional 

classes are conducted to the students studying in minority language schools in rural and urban 

areas. Laptops are awarded for SSLC toppers. For FY 2018-19 Rs. 1292.2 was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.1414.00 Lakh and during 2019-20, up to December 2019 Rs. 309.5 Lakh 

has been utilized against the allocation of Rs.872.00 Lakh.  

23. Examinations (2203-00-108-0-00) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are provided for conducting examination for    

Diploma students of age group 16 to 19 years studying in Polytechnics. For FY 2018-19, 

Rs.1288.12 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.1475.00 on 1.01 Lakhs students 

against the target of 2.08 Lakhs students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.553.73 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.1195.00 Lakh on 1.04 Lakhs students against the 

target of 1.85 Lakhs students.  

24. Infrastructure for Primary Schools (4202-01-201-1-04) 

To enhance the enrolment and retention by providing basic amenities like good classrooms, 

toilets, drinking water, play-ground and boundary wall in all schools and to the child-friendly 

environment and to support personality development in the children as required under section 

29 of the RTE Act. Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are provided for the construction 

of classrooms and basic infrastructure facilities to existing Primary schools (without 

building). For FY 2018-19, Rs. 5996.83 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.6000.00 

Lakh for construction of 1253 school buildings and 1881classrooms. During 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs. 1250.05 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.9000.00 for 

construction of 1402 school buildings and 1847 classrooms.  

25. Infrastructure facilities for High Schools and PU Colleges (4202-01-202-1-05) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are provided for construction of classrooms and basic 

infrastructure facilities for existing high schools and PUC colleges. Provisions are also made 

under the Special Development plan for the construction of classrooms in backward Taluka 

and Districts. For FY 2018-19, Rs.22901.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for construction of 
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408 classrooms and 331 school buildings. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 

3336.26 Lakh was incurred against the allocation of Rs.22901.00 Lakh for the construction of 

842 school buildings and 1314 classrooms. 

26. Samagra Shikshana - Infrastructure Expenditure (4202-01-202-1-07) 

This State Sector Scheme was introduced in 2009-10. Funds are utilized to provide basic 

infrastructure facilities to Government higher primary and model high schools. In addition, 

budgetary provision is given to meet infrastructure creation under SCSP and TSP for the 

activities as approved in the action plan. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 511.00 Lakh was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.10000.00 Lakh. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.1820.00 Lakh 

was spent against the allocation of Rs.11411.00 Lakh for the programme’s activities. 

27. Construction of Polytechnics (4202-02-104-01-01) 

Main objective of this State Sector Scheme is to provide better infrastructure facilities for 

students. Under this Scheme, funds are provided for the construction of college buildings to 

the students studying in Government Polytechnics. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 12538.38 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs. 12539.00 Lakh on 35604 beneficiaries against the target of 

53980 students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.6596.71 Lakh was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.16550.00 Lakh on 39029 students against the target of 55237students.  

Health & Family Welfare 

1. Suchi Programme (2210-01-200-0-04)      

Suchi Programme was started in 2013 to promote menstrual hygiene among adolescent girls 

(10-18 years). Under this State Sector Programme, 13 packets of sanitary napkins (containing 

10 pads in each packet) are provided free of cost to all girls who are studying in Government 

schools, Government Aided schools and PU colleges across the State. During 2018-19, 

Rs.3,078.30 Lakh was allocated and Rs.2,796.00 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.2,988.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.42.00 lakhs spent was  up to December 2019. 
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Labour & Skill Development 

1. Child Labour Rehabilitation (2230-01-103-6-01)   

The District Child Labour Rehabilitation-cum-Welfare Fund Scheme was notified in 1997 by 

the Government of Karnataka. The main focus is to identify through survey, release and 

rehabilitate the working children below the age of 14 years both in hazardous and non-

hazardous activities. Under this State Sector Scheme, the Deputy Commissioner of the 

District who is the overall in-charge of the programme assigns the responsibility of running 

the schools to the NGOs. Special Residential Schools-cum-Rehabilitation Centres, each 

accommodating fifty released bonded labour children are established in all districts. Thus, the 

aim of this scheme is to oversee the combined implementation of the Child and Adolescent 

Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act, 1986, the Right of Children to Free and 

Compulsory Education Act, 2009, the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 

2015 and other applicable child laws. During 2018-19, Rs.500.00 Lakh was spent towards the 

benefit of 10,088 bonded child labourers. During 2019-20, Rs.400.00 Lakh was allocated and 

December 2019, Rs. 300.00 Lakh was spent and 4,586 bonded child labourers were 

benefitted. 
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Less than 100% Child Centric Programmes 

Home & Transport 

1) Community Policing and Student Police Cadet Scheme (SPCS) (2055-00-001-0-
06) 

Under this State Sector Scheme launched in 2014-15, a two-year training programme for 

student cadets comprising of several components is conducted. Designated Drill Instructors 

visit SPC schools and conduct physical training for cadets, including Drill, Parade, Cross-

Country March, Yoga etc., as per the annual SPC activity calendar. In each SPC school, 

Community Police Officers and Drill Instructors organize indoor classes on various topics. 

SPC, makes the learning process participatory, comprehensive, experiential and enjoyable, 

with the help of videos, documentaries, and films etc., enabling cadets to realize the learning 

objectives of the concerned session. In order to increase effectiveness of indoor classes, as 

well as to ensure achievement of project objectives, field visits to establishments that 

administer, implement and adjudicate the law, places of historical, cultural, scientific and 

national importance are undertaken. Other programs included are: Annual District-Level 

Summer Camp; Annual State-Level Summer Camp and Practical Training Projects. During 

2019-20 Rs.1.00 Lakh was allocated. 

2) Grant to Police Welfare Fund out of Bandobast Receipts (2055-00-108-0-12-103) 

Under this State Sector Scheme the funds are utilized for police forces whenever necessary. 

During 2018-19 Rs.800.00 Lakh was allocated and spent. During 2019-20 Rs.1000.00 Lakh 

was allocated and Rs.250.00 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

3) Aarogya Bhagya Scheme for Police Forces (2055-00-113-0-06-021) 

The funds under this State Sector Scheme are utilised for fulfilling the Medical allowances 

for family members (Parents, spouse and 2 children’s) of police. During 2018-19 Rs.5,111.00 

Lakh was allocated and spent. During 2019-20 Rs.5,380.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.1,714.37 Lakh was spent as on December 2019. 

4) Setting up of Cyber Forensic Lab cum Training Centre towards implementation 
of CCPWC and other facilities under Nirbhaya Fund (2055-00-116-0-03) 

Launched in the year 2018-19, funds under this Centrally Sponsored Scheme are utilised for 

establishing cyber forensic labs cum training centers in the State. During 2018-19 Rs.434.10 

Lakh was allocated and spent.  
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5) Free Bus Travel Facility to the Blind (3055-00-190-0-06) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, the Karnataka State Road Transport Corporation (KSRTC) 

provides free bus pass to completely blind persons including children to travel within the 

State in various categories of buses (inclusive of Inter-State Transport). The tenure of this 

pass is for five years. In FY 2018-19, Rs.1245.55 Lakh was allocated and spent. For FY 

2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.943.50 Lakh was spent against the allocation of 

Rs.1245.55 Lakh has been incurred. Totally, 9000 visually impaired persons have availed this 

facility. 

6) Free Bus Travel Facility to the Handicapped (3055-00-190-0-07) 

For persons with 40% or more disability, the KSRTC provides concessional travel facility 

including bus passes to all physically/differently-abled & challenged persons by all four 

Transport Corporations within the State with restricted travel up to 100 kms from the place of 

residence mentioned in the bus pass. This is a State Sector Scheme. For FY 2018-19, 

Rs.1009.20 Lakh was allocated and spent for 60000 beneficiaries. For FY 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs. 787.50 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.925.10 Lakh for 

55000 physically challenged persons. 

7) Subsidy Towards Students & Other Concessions Extended by KSRTC (3055-00-

190-0-10) 

Under this Scheme, KSRTC issues passes to students of 1st standard to 7th standard free of 

cost and for other students at a concessional rate. For high school girl students, 25% of 

additional rebate is provided. From 2017-18, all students belonging to SC and ST category 

are provided free bus passes, whereas for all remaining categories bus passes are issued at a 

concessional rate.  About 56% of total beneficiaries under this State Sector Scheme are 

children between 0-18 years. For FY 2018-19, Rs.19147.78 Lakh was allocated and spent for 

3.64 Lakhs students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.23150.25 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.18411.33 Lakh for issuing 3.50 Lakhs passes to students.  

8) Issue of Free Bus Passes to Dependents of Martyrs – Subsidies (3055-00-190-0-

11) 

This Scheme was introduced in 2010 to provide a free pass scheme to Martyr's dependents 

(parents, spouse and children). Under this State Sector Scheme, the dependents are allowed to 

travel within the state in different classes of buses. For FY 2018-19, Rs.63.63 Lakh and for 
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FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.48.39 Lakh was spent against the allocation of 

Rs.63.63 Lakh. Under this program 1089 passes have been issued to Martyrs’ dependents.  

9) Free Bus Travel Facility to Endosulafan Affected Victims (3055-00-190-0-13) 

Free bus passes are being distributed by this State Sector scheme to Endosulfan sufferers 

travelling with their assistants. Eligible persons are allowed to travel anywhere in the State of 

Karnataka by city, suburbs, regular and highspeed buses. For FY 2018-19, Rs.849.00 Lakh 

has been spent for 2550 beneficiaries. In 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.424.50 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs.849.00 Lakh for issuing 3250 passes to Endosulafan 

affected victims and their caretakers.        

10) Bangalore Metropolitan Transport Corporation (3055-00-190-0-03) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, financial assistance (including SCSP and TSP funds) is 

provided to Bangalore Metropolitan Transport Corporation (BMTC) in the form of subsidies 

to carry out the transport activities. For FY 2018-19 Rs.35995.00 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.36913.00 Lakh. During 2019-20 up to December, Rs.17514.00 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs.25039 Lakh.  

11) North West Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation (3055-00-190-0-04) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, financial support (including SCSP and TSP funds) is 

provided to North West Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation(NWKRTC) in the form 

of subsidies to carry out the transport activities. For FY 2018-19 Rs.15153.00 Lakh was 

allocated and spent. During 2019-20, up to December, Rs.15513.00 Lakh was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.20684.00 Lakh.  

12) North East Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation (3055-00-190-0-05) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, financial assistance (including SCSP and TSP funds) are 

provided to North East Karnataka Regional Transport Corporation (NEKRTC) in the form of 

subsidies to carry out the transport activities. For FY 2018-19 Rs.19667.00 Lakh was 

allocated and spent. During 2019-20, up to December, Rs.12245.00 Lakh was spent against 

the allocation of Rs.16327.00 Lakh.  
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Forest, Ecology and Environment 

1. Afforestation on Forest and Non-Forest Areas(2406-01-101-2-83) 

Maguvigondu Mara ShalegonduVana, scheme was introduced to create awareness regarding 

ecology and environment among school children and to encourage them to plant various 

trees. Under this scheme, a protected area available around the educational institution will be 

identified. Seedlings of fruit yielding, flowering and shade trees are provided to school 

authorities for raising plantation. Educational institutions including primary, secondary and 

higher schools, Colleges and up to Universities are involved. Seedlings are distributed to 

school children for planting in their households or field on a voluntary basis.During 2019-20, 

Rs.19, 055.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.8406.00 Lakh was spentup to December 2019. 

 

Social Welfare 

1. Repairs to Hostels and Residential Schools (2225-01-053-0-01) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, funds are provided for the repairs/upgradation of 

government hostel buildings of Scheduled Caste’s as well residential schools of Karnataka 

Residential Educational Institutions Society. In 2018-19, Rs.10000.00 Lakh was allocated 

and spent for 686 hostels against the target of 500 SC hostels. During 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs. 34.00 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.62.00 Lakh for 201 

hostels against the target of 731 SC hostels. 

2.  Block grants (2225-01-196-1-01) 

Under this District Sector Scheme, funds are utilized for providing scholarships to SC post-

metric to continue their education after their matriculation and providing free accommodation 

and food in order to facilitate the poor SC students from rural parts through government post 

metric hostels. In addition, the pre-metric hostels run by different NGOs with GoK 

recognition are reimbursed @ Rs. 1000/- per month per student for 10 months for each of the 

SC pre-metric student admitted to these hostels. In 2018-19, Rs.10324.75 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.11196.82 Lakh and Rs.19355.54 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.20115.70 Lakh for 535 hostels against the target of 786 hostels and 1.63

Under this scheme, funds are utilized for free education, boarding 

and lodging to SC pre-metric students (studying from 5th to 10th standard) in residential 

schools. Also grants under this scheme is released to the KREIS society to incur necessary 

expenditure (including books, stationary items, uniforms, beds etc) towards maintenance of 

these residential hostels. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 17203.230 Lakh was allocated and spent on SC 

students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.10405.510 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs. 18273.40 Lakh for the benefit of SC students. 

4. Post-Matric Scholarships to SCs (2225-01-197-6-03) 

This State Sector Scheme was introduced in the year 1965 with an objective of providing 

financially support to post-metric SC students. Grants under this scheme are for the benefit of 

post-metric students including students studying in PUC. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 22658.82 

Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.28092.00 Lakh for 1.43 Lakh students against the 

target of 2.19 Lakhs SC students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 106.56 Lakh 

was spent against the allocation of Rs. 26400.00 Lakh for 930 students against the target of 

1.44 Lakh SC students. 

5. Block Grants (2225-02-196-1-01) 

Under this District Sector Scheme, to provide free education with residential facilities to ST 

student, funds are utilized for the maintenance of ST hostels, Morarji Desai Residential 

Schools (Ashrama School) and Govt ST hostel buildings. In addition, funds under this 

scheme are utilized for providing scholarship and financial assistance to hostelers and Post 

Matric ST students, and Grant-in-aid to private hostels. During 2018-19, Rs.18325.71 Lakh 

and Rs.360.35 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.19450.18 Lakh and Rs.458.45

Under this District Sector Scheme, to encourage ST students to continue their studies, funds 

are utilized for providing Scholarship to all ST students studying in pre-metric classes and 

extra boarding and lodging charges to ST students to meet the extra charges incurred in the 

post metric scholarships provided by Government of India. In addition, funds are used for the 

maintenance of pre-matric government ST hostel buildings. During 2018-19, Rs.6084.45

Lakh for benefit of 3.25 Lakh students against the target of 68497 ST students and for the 

construction of 14 buildings against the target of 15 hostel buildings respectively.

8. Nomadic / Semi-Nomadic Tribes Development Programmes (2225-03-102-0-12)  

To uplift nomadic/semi-nomadic tribes’ educational, social and economic status, this State 

Sector Scheme was introduced in 2007 for all age groups, including children and funds are 

provided for assistance for irrigation, self-employment, scholarships to students of 5th to 10th 

standard.  Other scholarships include merit scholarships and sponsoring students to reputed 

institutions for providing better education up to matric level. During 2018-19, Rs.8000.00 

Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of 1.07 Lakh Tribal people against the target of 

1.27 Lakh Tribal people. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 8000.00 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.8138.00 Lakh for the benefit of 0.81 Lakh Tribal persons against 

the target of 1.27 Lakh Tribal persons. 
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9. Providing Quality Education in Madrasas (2225-03-102-3-10) 

This State Sector Scheme was started in 2016-17 to provide basic facilities and education to 

bring students enrolled in Madrasas on par with other community students. Grants up to a 

maximum of Rs.10.00 Lakh was released to each of the Madrasas (for students of all age 

groups) for their modernization. During 2018-19, Rs. 2234.26 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs. 4000.00 Lakh for 270 Madrasas against the target of 375 Madrasas. hostel 

and school buildings. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 2178.00 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs. 3000.00 Lakh for 373 Madrasas against the target of 300 

Madrasas. 

10. Block grants (2225-03-196-1-01) 

Under this District Sector Scheme, funds are provided for children of backward classes 

particularly for the benefit of children of Nomadic/Semi‐Nomadic Tribes. Funds are provided 

for the maintenance of Ashrama Schools along with reimbursement to concerned orphanages 

at the rate of Rs. 800/- for 12 months per orphan/destitute eligible student. During 2018-19, 

Rs.645.79 Lakh was spent against the allocation Rs.1043.74 Lakh for the benefit of identified 

0.09 Lakhs eligible students. During 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.551.23 Lakh was 

spent against the allocation of Rs.1213.28 Lakhs for the benefit of identified 0.09 Lakhs 

eligible students. 

11. Block Grants (2225-03-197-1-01) 

Under this District Sector Scheme, to financially support the meritorious students of 

backward classes, funds are provided for providing scholarships to students studying in pre- 

and post-metric classes to avail tuition fee, laboratory fee, examination fee, library fee and 

sports fee and cash incentive for students who have secured first class in public examinations. 

Funds are also utilized for maintaining several hostels exclusively for the benefit of students 

belonging to backward classes in 5th standard to 2nd year PUC. During 2018-19, 

Rs.103106.61 Lakh was spent against the allocation Rs.59887.97 Lakh for the benefit of 

15.82 Lakhs students against the target of 17.92 Lakhs OBC students. During 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs.37400.38 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs. 109358.58 Lakhs 

for the benefit of 5.51 Lakhs students against the target of 12.97 Lakhs OBC students. 
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12. Post‐Matric Scholarship to Backward Classes Students (2225-03-277-2-51)  

Objective of this 100% Centrally Sponsored Scheme is to provide financial assistace to the 

Backward Classes students in the post matriculation stage to enable them to complete their 

education. Under this scheme, scholarships are provided to OBC students. This scholarship is 

sanctioned to students of various category of courses at the rate of Rs.1600 to Rs.3500. 

During 2018-19, Rs. 32625.00 Lakh was allocated and spent for the benefit of 8.39 Lakhs 

students against the target of 7.00 Lakhs eligible students. During 2019-20, up to December

13. Starting of new Backward Classes Hostels & Maintenance (2225-03-277-2-53)

Minority Schools (2225-03-277-2-59) 

This State Sector Scheme was introduced in 1999-20 and funds are utilized to Purchase 

learning and teaching materials for minority Government, aided and un-aided hostels, schools 

and residential schools for students of 6th standard to 2nd year PUC and other graduate 

students.  In addition, teaching materials are provided to Government aided and unaided Urdu 

Schools through E-learning program. For FY 2018-19, Rs.931.87 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.1000.00 Lakh for the benefit of 229 minority students against the target of 

159 minority students. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.453.35 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.800.00 Lakh for 634 students against the target of 400 minority 

students.

Grants under this State Sector Scheme are utilized for providing prize money to meritorious 

students who have passed SSLC, PUC and professional course and belonging to minority.

Eligible students from 5th 

to 10th standard can avail the benefit of these hostels. In addition, funds are utilized as grant 

in aid towards orphanages and for providing assistance to destitute students of 1st to 10th 

standard.

Graduation. Students of 1 std to 5 std are given a scholarship of Rs.200/- per month for 10 

months. For students of 6 std to 10 std a scholarship of Rs.400/- per month for 10 months is 

given. For PUC students Rs.600/- per month is given as a scholarship. During 2018-19, 
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Rs.596.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.504.08 Lakh was spent on 21,973 beneficiaries. During

For residential 

institutions Rs.6,200/- per child per month and Non-residential schools Rs.5,200/- per child 

and for institutions catering to the needs of the mentally retarded children (Residential) 

Rs.6,800/- per child and Rs.6,000/-per child (Non-residential) covering expenses related to 

teachers honorarium, building rent, maintenance expenses, uniform, medical expenses and 

miscellaneous is provided. During 2018-19, Rs.5,236.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.2557.55 

Lakh was spent for the benefit of 9,000 differently-abled children out of 10,000 identified 

beneficiaries.

Funds are released to Zilla Panchayats for implementation of The District Sector Scheme for 

providing education to Madarasas, Minorities and Disabled Sector of population of Primary 

and Secondary Schools (6 to 16 years of age) as well as for meeting non-salary expenditure in 

District Sector. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 204.00 Lakh and for FY 2018-19, Rs. 52.21 Lakh was 

allocated for the benefit of Madarasas, minorities and disabled persons. 

3. Bharath Sevadal (2202-80-800-0-30) 

This State Sector Scheme provides grants for general purposes, creation of assets, 

scholarships, incentives and other activities carried out by Bharat Sevadal institution. For FY 

2018-19, Rs. 222.00 Lakh was allocated and spent on activities of Sevadal. For FY 2019-20, 

up to December 2019, Rs.109.99 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.224.00 Lakh on 

the activities conducted in the Sevadal institution.    

4. Junior Technical Schools (2203-00-103-0-01)  

This is a State Sector Scheme and funds are allocated for conducting academic and 

examination works related to the students of age group 16 to 19 years Government 

Polytechnics and Junior Technical Schools. For FY 2018-19, Rs.419.16 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.405.00 Lakh on 673 students against the target of 1080 students. 

For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.328.18 Lakh was spent against the allocation of 

Rs.447.77 Lakh on 658 students against the target of 1080 students. 
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5. Quality Initiatives in Technical Schools, Polytechnics and Engineering Colleges 

(2203-00-103-0-04) 

This State Sector Scheme was operational up to 2018-19 and funds were provided for quality 

improvement of Technical Schools and Polytechnics including buildings benefitting the 

children of age group 16 to 19 years. For FY 2018-19 Rs.523.71 Lakh was spent against a 

provision of Rs.547.00 Lakh on 36277 students against the target of 55060 students.  

6. Bharath Scouts (2204-00-103-0-11)  

The objective of this Scheme is to provide young people with value-based, attractive and 

challenging youth programmes through competent leaders, effective communication, 

optimum use of technology and efficient management. The Bharat Scouts organization has 

got several groups covering different age groups of children and youths (3 to 25 years of 

age). The provision is made under State Sector programmes to provide grants for general 

purposes and to meet the salary of the staff. For FY 2018-19, Rs.1281.00 Lakh was allocated 

and spent on Scouts activities. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 346.25 Lakh 

expenditure has been incurred against the allocation of Rs.770.00 Lakh.    

7. Development of Libraries (2205-00-105-0-04)  

This State Sector Scheme has the objective of inculcating interest in education, 

communication and reading habits among the general public and to develop interest in 

literature and culture. The development of libraries serves as a dynamic force giving people 

knowledge continuing education and information. The Scheme intends establishment of 

libraries in Gram Panchayat, slum areas, children community and mobile library and supply 

of dailies and periodicals, purchase of books under single window programmes etc in 

Districts and Taluks. For FY 2018-19, Rs.7987.00 Lakh was spent against the allocated of 

Rs.9082.00 Lakh on programme implementation. For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs. 

4802.00 Lakh expenditure has been incurred against the allocation of Rs.7788.00 Lakh.   

8. Equipment for new Colleges (4202-01-203-1-08) 

This State Sector Scheme aim at creation of infrastructure to the students of Government 

Polytechnics. For FY 2018-19, Rs.104.00 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs. 200.00 

Lakhs on 35604 students against the target of 53980 students. For FY 2019-20, up to 

December 2019, Rs.2.66 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.1910.00 Lakh.  
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9. EDUSAT (2203-00-003-0-03) 

This State Sector Scheme since 2012 covers students in age group 16 to 19 years. Funds are 

meant for the online transmission of lectures pertaining to the Polytechnic syllabus. For FY 

2018-19, Rs. 1.62 Lakh was spent against the allocation of Rs.5.00 lakh on 1.01 Lakh 

students against the target of 2.08 Lakh students. Since 2019-20, this Scheme has been 

merged with the Head of Account of Direction and Administration under 2203-00-001-0-01. 

10. Scholarship and Seminars for Engineering Colleges and Polytechnics (2203-00-107-

1-00)  

This State Sector Scheme Provides Scholarship to the Students (age group 16 to 19 years) 

studying in Polytechnics and admitted through nodal centres and whose family income is 

above Rs.2.5 Lakh and below Rs.10.00 Lakh. For FY 2018-19, Rs. 2.00 Lakh was spent 

against the allocation of Rs.1.66 Lakhs on 120 students against the target of 70 students. For 

FY 2019-20, Rs.3154.00 Lakh was allocated for the distribution of scholarships.

KSMHA performs functions such as 

registering all mental health establishments in the State, developing quality and service 

provision norms for different types of mental health establishments and supervises the same. 

Under this programme training to all the relevant persons including law enforcement 

officials, mental health professionals and other health professionals about the provisions and 

implementation of the Act. During 2018-19, Rs.150.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.1.20 Lakh 

was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.129.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.15.34 Lakh was spent upto 

December 2019. 
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2. Psychiatric Clinics, Hospitals for E.D & TB San, Maj &Dist& Taluk Hospitals and 

Blood Bank (2210-01-110-1-22)    

The fund under this State Sector Scheme is utilized for the implementation of the 

Jeevasarthakate  Programme under which sustained deceased donor (Cadaver) transplantation 

is performed. Burns & Dialysis Wards and Psychiatric Clinics were also established During 

2018-19 Rs.77,521.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.79,197.75 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20 

Rs.86,704.91 Lakh was allocated and Rs.64,504.63 Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 

3. E-Hospital IT System (2210-01-110-2-44) 

This State Sector Programme was launched in Karnataka in 2014 and is maintained by the 

National Informatics Center. It is an open-source health information management system 

(HMIS) that is specifically meant for the hospitals in the Government Sector and covers 

major functional areas like patient care, laboratory services, workflow-based document 

information exchange, human resource, and medical records management. During 2018-19, 

Rs.1,000.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.356.97 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.500.00 

Lakh was allocated and upto December 2019 Rs.194.63 Lakh was spent. 

4. Directorate of AYUSH, District Offices and Teaching Hospitals (2210-02-101-1-03) 

Since 1975, under this State Sector Scheme, the funds are utilized for the strengthening of the 

Directorate, & its wings, for the procurement of equipment such as computers and its 

accessories, office requirements, conducting conferences, meetings, workshops, maintenance, 

and management of AYUSH health institutions and offices including recruitment of 

staff/officers and outsourcing contracts. Additionally, the fund is utilized for the maintenance 

of drug stores at the districts, purchasing/outsourcing of vehicles, website creation and 

maintenance. During 2018-19, Rs.401.43 Lakh was allocated and Rs.537.94 Lakh was spent. 

During 2019-20, Rs.859.50 Lakh was allocated andRs.657.68 Lakh was spent upto December 

2019. 

5. AYUSH - Health, IEC & Training Programme (2210-02-101-1-05) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, started in 1975, the funds are utilised for conducting various 

Behaviour Change Communication (BCC)/Information Education and Communication (IEC) 

activities. These include Yoga Training, Printing and Procurement of Books & Publicity 
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Materials-Posters, Charts, Health camps, Seminars & Workshops, Arogya Mela, Ayush 

Habba Programme in 4 Revenue Divisions. Mass Media Programmes, AYUSH Health 

awareness through Radio, Television in the form of Programmes and Advertisements are also 

conducted. Besides, the fund is also utilised for salaries and outsourcing of the staff/officers 

and vehicles.  During 2018-19, Rs.270.23 Lakh was allocated and Rs.254.18 Lakh was spent. 

During 2019-20, Rs.285.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.61.64 Lakh was spent upto December 

2019. 

6. Ayush Hospitals (2210-02-101-2-04) 

Started in 1975, this State Sector Scheme provides financial assistance to establish integrated 

AYUSH Hospitals, and upgrade existing Government AYUSH Hospitals. AYUSH integrated 

hospital at Wenlock Hospital premises located in Mangalore, and other six AYUSH District 

Hospitals at Chikkaballapur, Haveri, Bagalkot, Bangalore Rural, Davangere, Tumkur. During 

2018-19, Rs.544.65 Lakh was allocated and Rs.299.26 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.962.00 was allocated and Rs.429.63 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

7. Community Mental Health Programme in all Districts (2210-03-104-0-02) 

The District Mental Health Programme (DMHP) was launched as a State Sector Scheme, in 

2018-19 by the State of Karnataka to offer services such as early detection & treatment of 

mentally ill patients, training: imparting short term training to general physicians for 

diagnosis and treatment of common mental illnesses with a limited number of drugs under the 

guidance of a specialist. Training of the health workers in identifying mentally ill persons, 

generating public awareness and monitoring the procedure of simple recordkeeping. During 

2018-19, Rs.243.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.161.23 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.258.00 Lakh was allocated and up to December 2019 Rs.106.27 Lakh was spent. 

8. PPP for Diagnostic Tests and Dialysis Treatment (2210-03-110-0-08)      

Under this State Sector Scheme, started in Public-Private Partnership (PPP) mode from 2014-

15, comprehensive dialysis service delivery including pre and post diagnostics, drugs, 

surgical procedures, emergency care, and dialysis, etc are provided at the District Hospital 

level. Dialysis services are completely free for Below Poverty Line (BPL) patients with End-

Stage Renal Disease (ESRD). Further, non-BPL patients have the benefit of accessing the 

services at the same rate paid by the Government for the BPL patient. During 2018-19, an 
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Rs.3,060.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.3,058.28 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.700.00 

Lakh was allocated and Rs.510.75 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

9. National Health Mission (NHM) (2210-03-800-0-18)    

NHM was launched by the Hon’ble Prime Minister in 2005, to provide accessible, affordable 

and quality health care to the rural population, especially the vulnerable groups such as 

Women, Scheduled Castes (SC), Scheduled Tribes (ST), Children, Aged, Disabled, Poor 

migrants, People living with HIV/AIDS and Sexual Minorities. Later in 2013, the National 

Urban Health Mission (NUHM) and National Rural Health Mission (NRHM) were launched 

as Sub-missions of National Health Mission (NHM). Under this Centrally Sponsored 

Scheme, the Central and State share is 60: 40 with six financing components: (i) NRHM-

RCH Flexi pool, (ii) NUHM Flexi pool, (iii) Flexible pool for Communicable disease, (iv) 

Flexible pool for Non-communicable diseases including Injury and Trauma, (v) Infrastructure 

Maintenance and (vi) Family Welfare Central Sector component. During 2018-19, 

Rs.1,42,156.80 Lakh was allocated and Rs.1,87,154.74 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.1,99,293.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.1,26,843.74 Lakh was spent up to December 

2019. 

10.Ayurvedic College with Attached Hospital (2210-05-101-1-03) 

Since 1975, this State Sector Scheme, funds for setting up of new AYUSH educational 

institutions and upgrade Government/Government Aided AYUSH UG /PG educational 

institutions and their maintenance. The fund is utilised for starting 100 bedded Hi-tech 

Panchakarma Hospital at Mysore, Research Centre at Mysore and Ayush Training Centre at 

Sugganahalli at Ramanagara District. During 2018-19, Rs.4,929.15 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.4,390.72 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.5,399.50 was allocated and Rs.4,055.38 

Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

11. Government Central Ayush Pharmacy Bangalore, (including D.T.L)(2210-05-101-3-

01) 

Launched in 1975, under this State Sector Scheme funds are utilised for strengthening the 

Ayurveda, Siddha and Unani and Homeopathic (ASU & H) Drugs Control Framework. The 

funds are utilised for increasing the number of quality Pharmacies and Drug Laboratories in 

order to improve the availability of quality ASU & H drugs. Funds are also utilised for 
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modernizing the existing pharmacies as per Good Manufacturing Practices (GMP) & Good 

laboratory practice (GCP) norms and payment of salaries to staff, for the supply of Ayurveda 

and Unani medicines to all Govt. Hospitals & Dispensaries in the State. During 2018-19, 

Rs.391.60 Lakh was allocated and Rs.250.46 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.304.74 

was allocated and Rs.158.50 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

12. Development of Medicinal Plants (2210-05-101-6-00) 

The main objective of this scheme is to provide a sustained supply of quality raw materials by 

supporting the cultivation of medicinal plants through the adoption of Good Agricultural 

Practices (GAPs). Under this State Sector Scheme, launched in 1975, the amount is 

earmarked for the development, maintenance, Research & Development and utilization of 

medicinal plant gardens in the State. Funds are also utilized to grow medicinal plants and 

distribute through AYUSH dispensaries & hospitals to other government departments and 

NGOs and for providing crop insurance medicinal plants besides payment of 

salaries/outsourcing of staff. During 2018-19, Rs.19.64 Lakh was allocated and Rs.3.08 Lakh 

was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.39.00 was allocated and Rs.7.00 Lakh was spent up to 

December 2019. 

13. Government Homeopathy Medical College with Hospital (2210-05-102-0-02) 

For setting up of new AYUSH educational Institutions and upgrading 

Government/Government Aided AYUSH UG /PG Educational Institutions and their 

maintenance, this State Sector Scheme, provides financial assistance since 1975. Under SCP 

& TSP Programmes, laptop, medical books and equipment are provided to the SC and ST 

Students. Furniture, equipment and medicines worth Rs.1.00 lakh are provided to degree 

completed SC & ST Doctors to start a clinic in their native taluk. During 2018-19, 

Rs.1,205.72 Lakh was allocated and Rs.1,004.23 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.1,359.75 was allocated and  upto December 2019, Rs.908.25 Lakh was spent. 

14. Unani College, Bengaluru (2210-05-103-0-01) 

Since 1975 under this State Sector Scheme, funds are utilised for establishing new AYUSH 

educational Institutions and upgrading Government/Government Aided AYUSH UG /PG 

Educational Institutions and their maintenance. Funds are utilised for conducting Continuing 

Medical Education (CME) programmes, educational tour, health camps, Expositions, 
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conducting conferences, and mobile health units etc. Under SCP & TSP Programmes, laptop, 

medical books and equipment are provided to the SC and ST Students. Furniture, equipment 

and medicines worth Rs.1.00 lakh are provided to degree completed SC & ST Doctors to start 

a clinic in their native taluk. During 2018-19, Rs.735.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.614.61 

Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.716.75 was allocated and Rs.583.38 Lakh was spent 

upto December 2019. 

15. Nature Cure College (2210-05-200-0-01) 

Since 1975, funds under this State Sector Scheme are utilized for setting up of new AYUSH 

educational Institutions and upgrade Government/Government Aided AYUSH UG /PG 

Educational Institutions and maintenance. Funds are utilized for conducting Continuing 

Medical Education (CME) Programmes, educational tour, health camps, Expo’s, conducting 

conferences, and Mobile health units etc. During 2018-19, Rs.237.35 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.130.01 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.200.05 was allocated and Rs.203.02 Lakh 

was spent upto December 2019. 

16. National Ayush Mission (Opening of ISM Units in District Hospitals)(2210-05-200-0-

11) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, since 1975 funds are utilised to achieve the objectives of 

providing cost-effective AYUSH Services, by upgrading AYUSH Hospitals and 

Dispensaries, co-location of AYUSH facilities at Primary Health Centres (PHCs), 

Community Health Centres (CHCs) and District Hospitals (DHs). For strengthening 

institutional capacity at the State level provides financial assistance for upgrading AYUSH 

educational institutions, State Govt. ASU&H Pharmacies, Drug Testing Laboratories and 

ASU & H enforcement mechanism. During 2018-19, Rs.4,886.59 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.3,178.43 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20 Rs.2,413.25 was allocated and up to  December 

2019, Rs.2,159.23 Lakh was spent. 

17. Health Information Helpline (2210-06-001-0-05)    

In 2013 the Government of Karnataka started the State Sector Scheme of Arogya 

Sahayavani-104 service with the motto of providing health care services available in the 

public sector to those patients residing in the remote rural villages who cannot access the 

medical facilities.“104” is a toll-free number through which people can avail consultation for 
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minor ailments, counselling services, information on services available in public health 

facilities, directory services (Eye bank, Blood bank) and grievance redressal (Services, 

Epidemics, Corruption, Hygiene, Drugs and Diagnostics, ASHA grievances, etc.). During 

2018-19, Rs.681.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.510.55 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.64.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.480.00 Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 

18. Health Information, Education and Communication (IEC) (2210-06-003-0-23)    

Information, Education, and Communication (IEC) is a Public Health approach that aims at 

changing or reinforcing health-related behaviours in the target audience, concerning a 

specific problem and within a predefined period of time, through communication methods 

and principles. The funds under this State Sector Scheme, are utilised for publishing  IEC 

materials for various programmes under NHM such as immunization campaigns for vaccines 

like Measles & Rubella, information on diseases like Nipah viral fever, National Deworming 

Day various, etc. During 2018-19, Rs.150.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.141.91 Lakh was 

spent. During 2019-20, Rs.500.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.34.69 Lakh was spent upto 

December 2019. 

19. National Vector Borne Diseases Control Programme (NVBDCP) (2210-06-101-1-06)    

This State Sector Scheme launched in 2003 in Karnataka, is an umbrella program for the 

prevention and control of Vector-borne diseases namely, Malaria, Dengue, Chikungunya, 

Japanese Encephalitis, Kala-Azar, and Filaria (Lymphatic Filariasis). During 2018-19, 

Rs.4,692.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.5091.10 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, 

Rs.6476.52 Lakh was allocated and Rs.4,563.94 Lakh was spent upto  December 2019. 

20. Integrated Diseases Surveillance Programme (IDSP)(2210-06-101-7-14)    

IDSP was launched in 2005 under NHM. The funds under this State Sector Scheme, are 

utilized with the objective to strengthen decentralized laboratory based IT enabled disease 

surveillance systems for epidemic-prone diseases. This helps in monitoring disease trends and 

to detect and respond to outbreaks in the early rising phase through trained Rapid Response 

Team (RRTs). During 2018-19, Rs.97.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.79.46 Lakh was spent. 

During 2019-20, Rs.97.00 Lakh was allocated and upto December 2019, Rs.54.08 Lakh was 

spent.

21. Karnataka State AIDS Prevention Society (KSAPS)(2210-06-101-7-15)    

KSAPS is an autonomous institution registered as a society on 9th December 1997. Headed 

by the Chief Minister of Karnataka, it is the highest policy-making structure regarding 

HIV/AIDS in the State. KSAPS functions to co-ordinate and strengthen the STD/HIV/AIDS 

surveillance, provides technical support in HIV/AIDS prevention and control to Government 

and Non-Governmental Organizations, besides oversees developing Information, Education, 

and Communication (IEC) materials for distribution and adoption by agencies working in 

AIDS prevention to enhance community awareness, specifically knowledge, attitude and 

practice of high-risk groups, etc. During 2018-19, Rs.2,409.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.1,944.81 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.682.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.511.50 

Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 

22.To improve the health status of Endosulfan affected people (2210-06-101-7-19)   

The Karnataka Cashew Development Corporation began aerial spray of endosulfan in 

Karnataka in 1980 as a measure to control the tea-mosquito bug in cashew plantations. The 

aerial spraying continued for two decades before it was stopped in 2000 due to the proven 

serious adverse effects of this pesticide on human health leading to developmental and 

reproductive delays, and anomalies in children. Under this State Sector Scheme, the 

Government provides stipend & free health services for the identified victims. During 2018-

19, Rs.185.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.184.90 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.180.00 

Lakh was allocated and upto December 2019, Rs.91.00 Lakh was spent. 

23. Centrally Sponsored Scheme of National Programme for Prevention and Control of 

Blindness and Control of Visual Impairment Blindness and Trachoma (NPCB)(2210-06-

101-8-01)   

Started in 1976, the funds under this State Sector Scheme are utilized to counter the problems 

of Blindness and reduce the prevalence to 0.3% by 2020. In Karnataka, the State Health and 

Family Welfare Society (Blindness Control Division) works under the National Health 

Mission (NHM). Services under NPCB include cataract surgeries, retinopathy of prematurity, 

Glaucoma management, Laser Technique, Corneal Transplantation, Vitreo Retinal Surgery, 

Treatment of Childhood Blindness such as Refractive errors are Corneal opacity due to 

Vitamin A deficiency. Under the program, primary eye screening camps are conducted to 

detect refractive errors in school-going children, and the children detected with such 
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refractive errors are provided free spectacles. During 2018-19, Rs.634.00 Lakh was allocated 

and Rs.529.46 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.969.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.641.11 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

24. Establishment of Generic Stores (2210-06-104-0-14) 

Since 2016, under this State Sector Scheme, funds are utilised for the establishment of 

generic drug stores in the hospitals controlled by the Health and Family Welfare and Medical 

Education Department. Generic medicines are sold at Government of Karnataka approved 

prices and other products including the ones covered under National List of Essential 

Medicines (NLEM) at prices less than MRP. During 2018-19, Rs.282.00 Lakh was allocated 

and Rs.214.68 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.100.00 Lakh was allocated. 

25. Food Safety Programme (2210-06-107-0-01) 

Under this State Sector Scheme, since 2011, the State Government oversees the 

implementation of Food safety and Standards act , 2006. The funds are utilised for the 

implementation of science-based standards for articles of food and to regulate their 

manufacture, storage, distribution, sale and import, and to ensure availability of safe and 

wholesome food for human consumption. During 2018-19, Rs.1,214.00 Lakh was allocated 

and Rs.1,220.76 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.1,276.88 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.870.20 Lakh was spent upto December 2019. 

26. Upgradation of Food Testing Laboratory at Mysore and Belgaum (2210-06-107-0-

08) 

Under this State Sector Scheme launched in 2011, funds are utilised to strengthen the Food 

Testing System in the State. During 2018-19, Rs.339.00 Lakh was allocated and up to 

December 2019, Rs.171.01 Lakh was spent.  

27. Aarogya Karnataka (2210-80-001-0-01)    

The objective of the scheme is to extend ‘Universal Health Coverage’ to all residents in

new Arogya Karnataka Scheme. During 2018-19, Rs.76,500.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.76,500.00 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.95,000.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.54,546.47 Lakh was spent up to  December 2019. 

The Karnataka Health and Family Welfare Department started the 108 Emergency service 

called “AROGYA KAVACHA” on December 1, 2008, under a Private Public Partnership 

through an MOU signed with GVK Emergency Management and Research Institute (EMRI). 

The mission of ‘108’ is to save lives by providing a comprehensive ‘Emergency Response 

Service’ to those in Medical, Police or Fire emergencies, through a single integrated number - 

108.  The services are available 24 x 7 and 365 days of a year with a fleet of 711 well-

equipped ambulances. The ambulances are manned by a trained Emergency Medical 

Technician (EMT) and a trained driver (Pilot). This service is available across the length and 

breadth of Karnataka i.e., all the 30 districts. During 2018-19, Rs.15,309.05 Lakh was 

allocated and Rs.15,014.48 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20, Rs.15,938.16 Lakh was 

allocated and Rs.6,780.47 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

27. Unspent SCSP-TSP Amount as per the SCSP-TSPAct 2013 (2210-80-800-0-26) 

This fund is utilized for purchasing equipment/furniture in hospitals, maintenance of 108 

Ambulance, Mobile medical units, to provide an emergency service/treatment to the patients 

in reserved constituencies. Skill development training will be given to the (SC/ST) students. 

During 2018-19, Rs.223.00 Lakh was allocated and Rs.223.00 Lakh was spent. During 2019-

20 Rs.4910.62 Lakh was allocated and Rs.735.00 Lakh was spent up to December 2019. 

28. Honorarium to ASHA Workers (2211-00-103-0-11)    

The National Health Mission since 2008 institutes ASHA or Accredited social health activists 

(ASHAs) who are community health workers, trained to work as an interface between the 

public health system and the community. During 2018-19, Rs.12,557.00 Lakh was allocated 

and Rs.13,705.25 Lakh was spent. During 2019-20 Rs.20,380.00 Lakh was allocated and 

Rs.13,503.03 Lakh was spent up to December 2019.

1.Labour Welfare Fund Contribution (2230-01-103-4-00) 

The Government of Karnataka in 1982-83 started providing financial assistance to the labours 

and their children in the form of educational scholarships, medical assistance, financial 

assistance for the funeral ceremony, and any accidental expenditure. The funds are also 

utilized for providing financial assistance for registered societies of labour associations for 

conducting annual cultural activities and medical camps. During 2018-19, Rs.500 Lakh was 

allocated and Rs.861.00 Lakh was spent towards the benefit of 21,210 labourers children. 

During 2019-20, Rs.718 Lakh was allocated and Rs.538.00 Lakh was spent for the benefit of 

15,728 labourers children upto  December 2019. 

2. Insurance Scheme for Drivers (2230-01-103-7-03) 

Started in 2018 the funds under this State Sector Scheme are utilized for providing 

educational assistance of about Rs.10,000/- per annum to a maximum two children of the 

deceased driver who succumbed to injury as a result of an accident or suffered total 

permanent disablement. During 2018-19, Rs.48.00 Lakh was allocated. During 2019-20, 

Rs.666.00 Lakh was allocated and up to  December 2019, Rs.403.00 Lakh was spent towards 

the benefit of 148 labourers.

For FY 2019-20, up to December 2019, Rs.617.4 Lakh was spent against the 

allocation of Rs.4843.49 Lakh on 175 programs against the target of 300 programs. 
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
