Role of District Magistrate as per the Juvenile Justice Act, 2015

CHAPTER IV

PROCEDURE IN RELATION TO CHILDREN IN CONFLICT WITH LAW
16.Review of pendency of inquiry:

Section 16 (3) The information of such pendency shall also be furnished by
the Board to the Chief Judicial Magistrate or the Chief Metropolitan Magistrate
and the District Magistrate on quarterly basis in such form as may bg prescribed by
the State Government.

CHAPTER V
CHILD WELFARE COMMITTEE
27.Child Welfare Committee:
Section 27 (8) The District Magistrate shall conduct a quarterly review of

the functioning of the Committee.

Section 27(10) The District Magistrate shall be the grievances redressal
authority for the Child Welfare Committee and anyone connected with the child,
may file a petition before the District Magistrate, who shall consider and pass
appropriate orders.

CHAPTER VI

36.PROCEDURE IN RELATION TO CHILDREN IN NEED OF CARE AND
PROTECTION

36 Enquiry:

Section 36 (4) The Committee shall submit a quarterly report on the nature
of disposal of cases and pendency of cases to the District Magistrate in the manner
as may be prescribed, for review of pendency of cases.



Section 36(5) After review under sub-section (4), the District Magistrate
shall direct the Committee to take necessary remedial measures to address the
pendency, if necessary and send a report of such reviews to the State Government,
who may cause the constitution of additional Committees, if required:

CHAPTER X
MISCELLANEOUS

101. Appeals:

Section 101. (1) Subject to the provisions of this Act, any person aggrieved
by an order made by the Committec or the Board under this Act may, within thirty
days from the date of such order, prefer an appeal to the Children’s Court, except
for decisions by the Committee related to Foster Care and Sponsorship After Care
for which the appeal shall lie with the District Magistrate:

Provided that the Court of Sessions, or the District Magistrate, as the case
may be, may entertain the appeal after the expiry of the said period of thirty days,
if it is satisfied that the appellant was prevented by sufficient cause from filing the
appeal in time and such appeal shall be decided within a period of thirty days.



ANNEXURE-II

Role of District Magistrate as per the JJ Model Rules-2016

CHAPTER - 11
Sitting of the Board(JJB)

Rule 6 (8) When the Board is not sitting, a child in conflict with law may be
produced before an individual member of the Board. For the said purpose, one
member of the Board shall always be available or accessible to take cognizance of
any matter of emergency and necessary directions required to deal with the
emergency situation shall be given by such member to the Special Juvenile Police
Unit or the local police of the district. The Principal Magistrate shall draw up a
monthly duty roster of the members who shall be so available and accessible every
day, including on Sundays and holidays. The roster shall be circulated in advance
to all the police stations, the Chief Judicial Magistrate/ Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate, the District Judge, the District Magistrate, the Committees, the District
Child Protection Unit and the Special Juvenile Police Unit.

Pending of Inquiry

Rule 12 (2) The Board shall submit a quarterly report in Form 12 (enclosed)
about the pendency of the cases, visits to Homes etc. to the following: (ii) District
Magistrate. '

CHAPTER IV
CHILD WELFARE COMMITTEE
Rules and Procedures of Committee:

Rule 16 (6) At least one member of the Committee shall always be available
or accessible to take cognizance of any matter of emergency and issue necessary
directions to the Special Juvenile Police Unit or local police of the district. For this
purpose the Chairperson of the Committee shall draw up a monthly duty roster of
the Committee members who shall be available and accessible every day,
including on Sundays and holidays. The roster shall be circulated in advance to all
the police stations, the Chief Judicial Magistrate/ Chief Metropolitan Magistrate,
the District Judge, the District Magistrate, the Board, the District Child Protection



Unit and the Special Juvenile Police Unit.

Additional Functions of responsibilities of the Committee:

Rule 17 (ii) maintain a suggestion box or grievance redressal box at a
prominent place in the premises of the Committee to encourage inputs from
children and adults alike which shall be operated by the District Magistrate or his
nominee;

Rule 17 (v) send quarterly information in Form 16 (enclosed) about children
in need of care and protection received by it to the District Magistrate with all
relevant details on nature of disposal of cases, pending cases and reasons for such
pendency:

CHAPTER YV
Pendency of Cases

Rule 20 (2) The Committee shall submit a quarterly report to District
Magistrate in Form 16 for review of pendency of cases.

Rule 20 (3) The District Magistrate shall review the functioning of the
Committee including by inspection once every quarter and also appraise the
performance of the Chairperson and the members of the Committee on the basis of
their participation in the proceedings of the Committee and submit a report to the
Selection Committee constituted under rule 87 of these rules.

CHAPTER IX
Selection of Chairperson & Members of the Committee or Board:

Rule 88 (6) Where the Selection Committee is required to consider an
application for renewal of tenure of Members of the Board or Committee as the
case may be, it shall evaluate the application on the basis of the following criteria,
namely:

Rule 88 (6) (i) regular performance appraisals of the Member carried out by
the District Judge or District Magistrate quarterly as per a specified format, a copy
of which shall be made available to the Chairperson and Members of the Selection
Committee by the Member Secretary: '

ANNEXURE-III

Role of District Magistrate /Collector as per the

Integrated Child Protection Scheme revised Guidelines-2014

Chapter 10 (6.1) City/District Level Advisory Board:

The City/District Level Advisory Board shall comprise of senior most
functionaries of Government Departments in the city/district. These departments
include: Departments of Social Welfare/Woman and Child Development, Labour,
Railways Telecom, Information and Broadcasting and Chairperson of Child
Welfare Committee and Juvenile Justice Board, etc. The District
Magistrate/Collector will be the Chairperson of the City/District Level Advisory
Board. The functions of the City/District Level Advisory Board are:

(i) To assess and review the functioning of Childline Services;
(ii) To address policy issues emerging from cases intervened into;
(iii) To work towards making the system more child-friendly.

As and when the District Child Protection Committee (DCPC) is set up and
starts functioning in the district, the functions of this City/District Level Advisory
Board will be taken over by the DCPC.

Chapter 12 (6.4) Monitoring at District level: The Chairperson Zila
Parishad and District Magistrate, assisted by District Child Protection Committee
(DCPC), supervise the activities of the DCPU as well as the overall
implementation of ICPS. Such a Committee under the Chairﬁersonship and Co-
chairpersonship of the Chairperson Zila Parishad and District Magistrate
respectively shall include members from the allied government departments like
health, education, labour, housing, judiciary, home, railways; members of local
bodies like PRIs, ULBs; and members of voluntary organizations and civil society.

ANNEXURE I - DISTRICT CHILD PROTECTION UNITS (DCPU)

& STATE CHILD PROTECTION SOCIETY (SCPS)

1. ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF DISTRICT CHILD PROTECTION
UNITS (DCPU)

1.1. District Magistrate: The District Child Protection Units (DCPU) shall
function under the overall administrative control and supervision of the District
Magistrate of the concerned district. The District Magistrate shall be responsible
for effective implementation of ICPS and all other child protection policies and
programs at the district level. He/she shall also be the co-chairperson of District
Child Protection Committee (DCPC). The DCPC shall be chaired by the
Chairperson Zila Parishad.

Anx-1(3.3) For appointment of staff of the DCPU; the District Magistrate
shall head the Selection Committee. The other members of this selection
committee may include district level officers e.g. District Program Officer
(ICDS), District Social Welfare Officer, Chairperson/Members of CWC,
Members of JJB etc.

Anx-1(3.4) Every personnel shall have a contract of 3 years, extendable by 2
years on the basis of performance appraisal reports. A review of the performance
of each personnel shall be undertaken every year at the state level by the State
Principal Secretary/Secretary dealing with the ICPS and at district level by the
District Magistrate. Once the DCPO is appointed, either by deputation or contract,

he/she shall also be part of the selection committee for appointment of other

personnel of the DCPU.
