NOTIFICATION

In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-seclion (1) of section 38 ol the
Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Act, 2009 {Central Act 35
of 2009), the Governmeni of Karnataka hereby rnakes the follawing rules
further to amend the Karnatakﬁ Right of Children o Free and Compulsory
Education Rules, 2012, namely:-

1. Title and commencement.- (1) These rules may be called Lhe
Karnataka Right of Children o Free and Compulsory Education (Amendment}
Rules, 2014.

(2) They shall come Intc force from the date of their publication in the
Offictal Gazette,

2. Insertion of new rule 6A, 6B, 6C and 6D,- In the Karmataka Right to
Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2012, (hereinafter referred
to as the said rules) after rule 6, the following shall be inserted, namely:-

"6A, Appointment of Attendance Autharities, prescribing their
duties and responsibilitles.- (1) The Education Co-ordinators working in the
office of the Block Educational Officer, shall be appointed as Attendance
Authorities for thelr respective jurisdiction,

(2) It shall be the duty of the Attendance Authority to notify the list of
children within the age group of 6-14 years as maintained in this manner
prescribed in sub-rules (1) to (5) of rule 6, one maonth before the beginning of
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the academic year, for the information of respective parents that they are under
obligation to cause the children to attend a recognised school in the
neighborhood with effect from the commencement of specified acadernic year.

{3) The Attendance Authority or any person appointed to assist such
authorlty may make necessary enquiry with the parent or enquire any other
person about such child's school atlendance, and every such parent or other
person shall be bound to answer such questions and to furmish such
information as the d¢ase may be, to the best of his knowledge.

6B. Attendance Notice.- (1) Wherever a parent or guardian has falled to
cause the child to attend the approved school even after seven days from the
beginning of the academic year or the child continues to remain absent for
more than seven days, the teacher or Head Master of the School shall enquire
or verify with peer children and parent or guardian of the child regarding the
absence of the child, and if it is found that there is no reasonable excuse for
non-attendance, the teacher or Head Master shall notify the name of the child
to the Attendance Authority immediately in writing in Form IV within three
days threrafter and In no case beyond three days.

(2) If, the attendance authorily is satisfied that the child is liable to
attend an approved school under this rule, and that there is no reascnable
excuse for the non-attendance of the child, it shall issue an attendance notice
in the form-V and obtain the acknowledgement in the Form-VI by the parent
directing the parent fto cause the child to attend the approved school with
effect from the date specified in the attendance notice.

(3) If any parent against whom an attendance notice has been Issued in
respect of his child under sub-rule {2}, transfers the custody of the child to any
other person during the period In which the attendance notice is in force, such
parent shall be bound immediately to inform the altendance authority in
writing of such transfer.

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(4) Where the attendance notice has been issued to a parent in relation to
his child under this rule, such notice shall have effect in relation to any other
person Lo whom the custody of the child may be transferred during the period
in which the atfendance notice is in force, as it has effect in relation to the
person against whom il was originally fssued.

(5) A parent may, at any lime, apply lo the attendance authority lor
cancellation of the attendance notice on the ground that circumstances have
arisen which provide a reascnable excuse for non-attendance; and thereupon,
the attendance authority may, after holding an enquiry in the appropriate

manner cancel or modify the attendance notice.

6C. Reasonable excuse for non attendance.- For the purpose of this
rule, any of the following circumstances shall be deemed to be a reasonable
excuse for the non-attendance of the child at an approved school, namely:-

it that the child is enrolled in a Government school or recognized
private aided school or private un aided schoal.

i), that the child is recefving Instruction in same other Institution
recognized by the state Government.

(il that the child has remained absent for the reasons such as
floods, naturat calamities, bundh or publie riots ete., which are
beyond his or parent's control.

(v  that the child has been granted temparary leave of absence naot
exceeding the prescribed period by the competent authority.,

6D. Measures for ensuring compulsory attendance of child in a
formal school.- {1) Whenever a child fails to attend the school even afler issue
of attendance notice, without reasonable excuse, as a first step in this regard,
the Attendance Authority shall direct the pareni along with members of the
School Development and Monitoring Commiitee, or the Grama Panchayat or
urban local authority or local Non Governmenl Organisation or Social worker

to counsel the family on the importance of education and inadvisabtlity of the
child dropping out of the school.

(2) Even after counseling and after exhausting the procedure explained
above, if the parent or guardian falls to send the child to school from the next
working day, the _concerned  Attendance Authority shall 1ssue written
attendance order in form VI and obtaln acknowledgement in form VI
directing the pareni to appear along with child before the CWC (Child Welfare
Committee constituted under the provislons of Juvenile Justice Act, 2000) on a
specified date and time,

(@) If necessary, the Attendance Authorily shall take the help of the
Speciul Juvenile Police dr other authorities, under the Juvenile Justice Act, to
bring the parents and child before the Child Welfare Cornruittee.

(4) The Children Welfare Committee shall hear the parents and find out
the reasons for the non-attendance of the child in the schook

(5) If the reasons gi\}en by the parents are economic in nature and the
Children Welfare Committee is convinced of the gemineness of the need, the
Child Welfare Committee shall sanction the preferred [orm of economic
assistancé to the family and ensure the presence of child in a specified school
with tmmediate, effect.

{6) The ‘niitigating factors' and the criteria under which the Child Welfare
Commlittee may sanction apecified forms of assistance to the child and/or
parents who are unable to fulfil the rights of their children due to their
economic circumsiances needs to be Pnalized and circulated to Child Welfare
Committee Inpability to fufill the right to education shall be checked by the
Children Welfare Committee based on the soclal and economic vulnerabilities.

(7) For the purpose of sanctioning assistance to the family of the
vulnerable child, Child Welfare Commiifee shall, recommend the concerned
officials and record the same, to render assistance under welfare schemes to
implement the decision taken, on condition, however, that the c¢hild is sent (o
